Effective Date: Thebill wassigned into law by the Governor on May 28, 2013, took effect July 1, 2013,
and applies to offenses committed on or after that date.

Appropriation Summary for FY 2013-2014: None required.

Local Government Impact: Potential reduction. See Local Government Impact section.

Summary of Legislation

Under current law, if aperson failsto appear for court or knowingly violates the conditions
of thebail bond, they arerequired to beincarcerated and are not eligiblefor probation or asuspended
sentence. If the person wason bail for afelony offense, failure to appear or knowingly violating the
conditions of the bail bond is a class 6 felony and requires a minimum of one year to be served
consecutively to any other sentence. If the person was on bail for amisdemeanor offense, failureto
appear or knowingly violating the conditions of the bail bond isaclass 3 misdemeanor and requires
aminimum of six months to be served consecutively to any other sentence.

Thishill repeal sthemandatory sentencing provisionsfor these crimes, but leavestheexisting
sentencing ranges. Exceptions are provided for instances when the person:

» failsto appear for a court proceeding with the intent to avoid prosecution or sentence;
* isconvicted of committing amisdemeanor or felony criminal offense while on bond, or
* isonbond for asex offense and is convicted of abond violation.

State Revenue

Because the length of time required to adjudicate casesis about one year, no change in state
revenueisanticipatedfor FY 2013-14. Beginningin FY 2014-15, the bill may increase staterevenue
from probation supervision fees, although less than $5,000 in new revenue is expected per year.
By removing the mandatory sentencing provisions for most persons who violate the conditions of
a bond, this analysis assumes that the court will sentence these offenders to probation instead.
Offenders on probation pay a probation supervision fee of $50 per month, which is credited to the
Offender Services Fund in the Judicial Branch. Because the courts have the discretion of
incarceration, imposing afine, or both, the impact to state revenue cannot be determined.

State Expenditures

Duetothelength of adjudication, no changein state expendituresisexpectedin FY 2013-14.
Beginningin FY 2014-15, workload in the Judicial Branchisincreased and costsin the Department
of Corrections (DOC) are decreased. Asaresult, thisbill will decrease expenditures by $62,448in
FY 2014-15.

Judicial Branch. By removing the mandatory sentencing provisions, the courts once again
have the option to sentence a person who violates his or her bond conditions to probation or a
suspended sentence. To the extent that more offenders are sentenced to probation, costs will
increase. However, as there are only about 90 cases per year for this offense, no increase in
appropriationsis required.

Department of Corrections. In FY 2014-15, costs will be reduced by $62,448. Based on
the histories of the offenders received in FY 2011-12, this analysis assumes that about 15 percent
or three fewer offenders will be sentenced to the DOC each year. Offenders placed in a private
contract prison cost the state about $57.03 per offender per day, including the current daily rate of
$52.69 and an estimated $4.34 per offender per day for medical care provided by the DOC. The
average length of stay for aclass 6 felony is 12.6 months.

L ocal Government I mpact

Thishill isanticipated to reduce costsfor local governments. Under thebill, judgeswill still
have the option to require incarceration and that sentences be served consecutively for certain
misdemeanants, but will no longer be required to do so. This analysis assumes that, similar to the
state, a portion of misdemeanant offenders who violate bail conditions are currently sentenced to
county jail for amandatory minimum of six monthsthat would otherwise have not beenincarcerated.
The cost to house an offender in county jails varies from $45 to $50 per day in smaller rural jailsto
$62 to $65 per day for larger Denver-metro areajails. However, to the extent that judges sentence
misdemeanor offendersto probation, someor al of thissavings may be offset by anincreasein costs
to supervise these offenders.
