Current Appropriations Clausein Bill

The bill does not contain an appropriation clause for FY 2013-14. Asreflected in the Legidative
Council Staff Revised Fiscal Note, the bill reestablishesthe Early Childhood and School Readiness
Legidative Commission as an interim legislative committee beginning in the 2013 interim. If the
Commissionisprioritized by the Legislative Council for FY 2013-14, no appropriation isrequired.
However, if it isnot prioritized, an appropriation of $28,397 General Fund and 0.4 FTE isrequired
in FY 2013-14. Pursuant to House and Senate rules, the bill will need to be referred to Legidative
Council for this purpose in the second house.

General Fund Impact

The Joint Budget Committeeintroduced abudget packagefor FY 2013-14 based onthe March 2013
Office of State Planning and Budgeting revenue forecast. The budget package appropriates all but
approximately $8.0 million of General Fund revenues projected to be available, less a statutorily
requiredfive percent General Fundreserve. If the Early Childhood and School ReadinessLegisative
Commission is not prioritized by the Legislative Council, this bill would require a General Fund
appropriation of $28,397 and 0.4 FTE for FY 2013-14.
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
