Summary of Legislation

Under current law, corporations, limited liability companies, and other legally recognized
entities with no more than three owners may be represented by a nonattorney officer in court and in
administrative tribunalsif the matter involves an amount at issue of $10,000 or less. The bill raises
thislimit to $15,000.

State Expenditures

The bill is assessed as having no significant fiscal impact. By adjusting the limit on
nonattorney representation to match the $15,000 jurisdictional limit of county courts, the bill
simplifiesthe court processin asmall number of casesthat involve a closely held entity as a party.
Similar to other pro se litigants, nonattorney officers may require some additional guidance by the
court; however, the fiscal note assumes that the small number of cases affected by the bill and the
familiarity of officers with their organization will result in negligible increases in workload.

The bill potentialy affects a wide range of state agencies that conduct administrative
adjudications. Overall, however, the number of cases affected by the bill will be small, with a
negligible effect on workload.
