Pursuant to Section 39-29-109 (2) (b), C.R.S., 25.0 percent of total severance tax receipts are
credited to the Severance Tax Operational Fund. Thisrevenueisfurther divided between Tier | and
Tier Il programs. Tier Il programs are subject to proportional reductions if there is insufficient
Operational Fund revenue after Tier 1 appropriations have been met. This bill would increase Tier
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|| obligations by $2.0 million per year for two years. However, based on the March 2015 Legidative
Council Staff revenueforecast, proportional reductionsare not expected in either FY 2015-16 or FY

2016-17.
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
