LBLI: Environmental Geology and Geologic Hazards Program
The Colorado Geological Survey Environmental Geology and Geologic Hazards Program is charged to reduce the impact of geologic hazards on citizens and property, provide high-quality information to the people of Colorado through published and digital reports and maps, and to increase the awareness and understanding of geologic hazards and geology-related water quality and ground water issues in Colorado. Funding for this program is through Cash Funds from Fees, Severance Tax, Cash Exempt Funds from other State Agencies, and Federal grants.

SB07-122 appropriated $40,000 from the Colorado Water Conservation Board construction fund for CGS to complete a digital and geo-referenced bibliography of publicly available studies and data related to the alluvial aquifer system of the upper Arkansas River and major tributaries, including the bedrock aquifers for the entire system. 

Change Request #7, “Address Current and Emerging Geologic Issues,” requested an appropriation of $190,684 cash funds from the Operational Account of the Severance Tax Trust Fund to fund three vacant positions. During the review period by the JBC, CGS proposed that due to a decline in cash exempt revenue sources, the cash exempt appropriation be decreased by $327,125 to make this decision item a net reduction of $136,441 to this long bill line item.  JBC Figure Setting recommendation was the approval of $75,888 of additional severance tax funding for one vacant position, the elimination of two vacant positions, and a decrease in the cash exempt appropriation of $327,125, for a net change of ($251,237) to the long bill line item. The JBC Figure Setting recommendation also made corresponding decreases to the Amortization Equalization Disbursement (AED) and the Supplemental AED lines in the Executive Director’s Office centrally appropriated pots.
Change Request #22, “Increase Land Use Review Fees,” requested an increase to the cash appropriation of $148,126 and permission to adjust the fees charged for land use reviews (which had not been adjusted in 11 years).  JBC Figure Setting recommended approval of the fee structure change and the increase of additional cash fee revenue but recommended a corresponding decrease of $148,126 of severance tax funds.  In a subsequent JBC Staff Memorandum to correct technical errors, the recommendation was revised to approve an increase of $105,281 to cash fee revenue and a decrease of $105,281 in severance tax funds.

The FY08-09 Request is based on the previous year’s Long Bill appropriation (S.B. 07-239) of $2,365,652. Added is the FY07-08 Annualized Salary Survey amount of $48,629, 80% ($16,162) of the FY07-08 Performance Based Pay amount of $20,203, and the FY07-08 Annualized Supplemental Amortization Equalization Disbursement of $2,704. Also included is funding in the amount of $70,990 and 1.0 FTE for change request #10, Renewable Geothermal Energy for Colorado.

Change Request #7, “Address Current and Emerging Geologic Issues,” requested an appropriation of $194,540 cash funds from the Operational Account of the Severance Tax Trust Fund to fund two additional FTE. During the review period by the JBC, CGS proposed that, due to a decline in cash and cash exempt revenue sources, the long bill line item Environmental Geology and Geologic Hazards be reduced by  $327,125 cash fund exempt and the Mineral Resources and Mapping be reduced by $51,534 cash fund appropriation. This decision item’s effect to this long bill line item was an increase of $77,817 in severance tax funds and a net decrease of $4,771 to the agency’s total long bill.  JBC Figure Setting recommendation was the approval of $77,817 of additional severance tax funding for one additional FTE. The JBC Figure Setting recommendation also made corresponding increases to the Amortization Equalization Disbursement (AED) and the Supplemental AED lines in the Executive Director’s Office centrally appropriated pots.
