Applicants are required to submit an electronic “Draft Application” with a narrative responding to investment justification questions and a budget summary by close of business March 31, 2008 to Jana Sealy at jana.sealy@state.co.us and Sharee Moore at sharee.moore@state.co.us 
Eligible applicants must submit a “Final Application” with detailed project and budget information by close of business June 1, 2008. Applicants must submit three hard copies to GOHS, 9195 East Mineral Ave. Centennial, CO 80112 with original signatures. An electronic copy must be emailed to Jana Sealy at jana.sealy@state.co.us and Sharee Moore at sharee.moore@state.co.us. Applicants will provide presentations to the Grant Review Committee in July 2008. GOHS will present the Grant Review Committee (GRC) funding recommendations to the Senior Advisory Committee (SAC). The SAC will coordinate the grant resources from the Department of Homeland Security to integrate and leverage federal and state funds. The SAC allocations will be submitted to the Governor for final approval and submission to DHS.

Regions and State Departments will be awarded grants based on the availability of Homeland Security Grant Funds, SAC allocations, and Governor’s approval.

All applications and projects must address one or more of the following prioritized capabilities and investment justifications, or they will not be considered for funding. MMRS applications and projects must reflect the MMRS grant guidance.

In addition, DHS is requiring states to ensure that at least 25 percent of their HSGP awards (this includes SHSP, UASI, MMRS, and CCP collectively) are allocated specifically on projects that focus on the following Overarching Priorities: Strengthening improvised explosive device (IED) attack deterrence, prevention, and protection capabilities; and Strengthening preparedness planning. In addition, states are required to ensure that at least 25 percent of their SHSP award funds and 25 percent of their UASI award funds are dedicated towards law enforcement terrorism prevention-oriented planning, organization, training, exercise, and equipment activities. Projects and activities which are relevant to both HSGP Priorities as well as law enforcement terrorism prevention can count in a dual capacity for their associated 25% minimum percentage spending requirements. All applicants are asked to consider this requirement when submitting projects.  
Homeland Security Funds must be used to supplement, not supplant, existing funds that have been appropriated for the same purpose. OHS and DHS/FEMA will conduct periodic reviews of all State and local grantees awards funded with Homeland Security Funds. These reviews will include site visits and or audits to verify equipment and project activities, (i.e. funded program development planning, training and or exercises activities) all program and financial documents must be retained for four years following the closure of the most recent audit report. The four-year retention period starts from the date of the submission of the closure of the single audit report which covers the grant period; except, If an audit is in progress and/or the findings of a completed audit have not been resolved satisfactorily, then records must be retained beyond the four-year period until all audit issues are resolved. All expenditures related to the Homeland Security funds must be fully documented and verifiable. 

The following items and or activities will not be covered by homeland security funds:
· Overtime and backfill for training activities, except for MMRS-funded training 
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
