Legislative update (Matt Gianneschi)
Four bills related to P-20 were introduced this session:

-HB08-1388, Financing of Public Schools (School Finance Act)—$113 million in new funding; legislature to add $35 million for kindergarten reconstruction and other incentives to add to base formula

HB08-1388 also contained the Educator Subcommittees recommendations (originally in -SB08-65), Teacher Performance Incentive Grant; bill added to School Finance Act as amendment; currently in committee; probable reduction of technical assistance from $2 million per year to $1 million per year

-HB08-1364, Interdepartmental Data Protocol—data bill creating a formal report for third-party Office of Information Technology; fiscal note reduced from $1 million to zero

-HB08-1370 Counselor Corps — national counseling standards and core cadre of counselors to needy schools; three year project with no sunset provision; $5 million fiscal note; P-20 recommendation

Other Educator related bills:

-SB08-133, Math and Science Scholarships Teachers—creation of teacher education scholarship fund for high-needs disciplines, i.e., math, science, foreign languages and special education; $1.2 million fiscal note; establishes scholarship rules for public and private institutions

-HB08-1384, Teacher Quality Recruitment and Retention—has two components: (1) teacher working condition survey, and (2) creation of state fund for national board certification; creates $1,600 stipend for teachers in average/high/excellent rated schools and $4,800 stipend for those in low-performing schools; three year pilot program to generate a series of reports about student performance 

Other noteworthy education bills:

-HB08-1357, State and Federal Align Education Assessments—CSAP bill; eliminated 10th grade CSAP and the writing test; bill failed 

-HB08-1168, Financial Literacy Content Standards—creation of financial literacy standards within mathematics; bill significantly amended

-HB08-1186, No Penalty for Students Missing CSAPs—other CSAP bill; removes penalties related to CSAP; bill still alive 

-SB08-212, Preschool to Postsecondary Alignment—bill still alive

-HB08-1317, Interstate Compact Ed. Military Children

-SB08-130, Innovation Schools Act of 2008—many senate amendments; not P-20 recommendation

Educator subcommittee related activities (Scott Groginsky, Jami Goetz, & Lisa Medler)
-Quality Teacher Commission

· convened January 4, 2008, subsequent meetings twice per month since January

· timeline behind one year

· commission members are representative of education community

· funded by gifts, grants, donations

· examining benefits and potential problems/concerns associated with a teacher identifier 

· examining the feasibility of a statewide teacher identifier (not intended to punish teacher; rather, legislative intent to inform educator field) and how to integrate identifier with existing systems

· examining teacher gap (less experienced/educated teachers in classrooms with lower income students) and ways to improve existing gap

· recommended a pilot identifier program to legislature in 2008 session, amended to HB08-1384, but amendment did not pass; commission will continue to study gathered information and possibly re-introduce in the 2009 legislative session

· teacher identifier will not move ahead until next year; focus of commission this year will be to study information about teacher gap, including recruitment and retention

· aiming to suggest identifier recommendations in July 2009

-Current research using teacher identifier have not directly resulted in improved student achievement.  So far has be focused on identifying programmatic and other problems and successes such as address equity in distribution of teacher issues in North Carolina and licensure route effectiveness in New York City
