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-Previous meeting’s minutes approved.

Summary Action Items

-The Subcommittee wants to be engaged in the rulemaking process around HB 1388 Alternative Teacher Compensation Plan Act, working to ensure the implementation of the Act supports the Subcommittee's recommendations.

-This year the Subcommittee intends to address issues around the statewide system for recruiting and preparing Pre-K to 12 educators. The focus of this work will be the state's licensure system as the primary state level tool for organizing the state level system for preparing and developing Pre-K to 12 educators.  An important question for this work is whether the licensure system supports the preparation and development of 21st Century Pre-K to 12 educators.  

-The Subcommittee will use a process of readings, experts and internal discussion to develop its recommendations.  

-The Subcommittee would like to ensure good communication/collaboration with both the Quality Teachers Commission and CDE as it does this work. 

Legislative Bill Update

-Many bills yet to be signed.

-Next week four bills will be signed—NBCT, teaching and learning survey, and two others.

-May 21, capital construction bill to be signed. 

-Alternative compensation bill reduced to one million for one year of technical assistance (HB 1388).

Potential Committee Issues
-Issues:  retention/recruitment, leadership, teacher preparation/licensure.

-Prioritize what committee would like to address.  Last year, committee identified broad areas of educators.  This year focus on policy and what the governor can accomplish.

-Alliance of Quality Teaching (AQT) report will reflect characteristics of good teachers.

-Those involved in teacher preparation and those involved in teacher licensure have competing interests and different educational philosophies.  How can linkages between preparers and licensure be increased?

-Recognize overlap of issues with Quality Teaching Commission (QTC).  QTC focusing on teacher gap, recruitment/retention.

-Regarding the teaching and learning survey bill that recently passed: principal/administrator quality should be tied with teacher quality.

-Focus state policy on licensure and educator preparation—this is the place where the committee has the most potential for influence. 

-Focus on teacher preparation, recruitment, and licensure—what skills do teachers need?

-Recommend learning more about on-line options for preparing teachers. The Western Governors University has an interesting and growing program.  .

Process for Addressing Committee’s Work
-Combine literature reviews and expert presentations, followed by discussion time for committee members to dialogue.

-Invite national level experts to learn about best practices.

-Perhaps committee should not tackle each issue separately because of inherent issue overlap, e.g., licensure and educator preparation should be analyzed in tandem with salary.

-By the Monday, June 16, 2008 P20 meeting, committee is expected to present important issues they hope to address over the next several months.
