Agenda 
1. Approval of the minutes of the February 16, 2007 meeting was deferred.

2. The Committee discussed the procedure that would be used to disseminate the Final Solicitation for Health Care Reform Proposals and other materials and information.   Suggestions included:  
a. That we make a biweekly report to the General Assembly in writing, and ask that the report be distributed to legislators.  We also discussed submitting the reports in electronic form and asking legislators to forward pertinent information to their email lists. Steve ErkenBrack agreed to take the lead on the biweekly report next week (announcing final approval of Solicitation and RFP and in time for meeting with Rep. McGihon on Monday.  Mark Simon agreed that if he had the Solicitation on Monday he would make sure it was distributed.  Mark Wallace has agreed to take the lead on the press release announcing the Solicitation. 

b. Steve and Elisabeth have agreed to meet regularly with Rep. McGihon, and will contact Rep. May as well.  The Committee will continue to check in with public policy leaders regarding their information preferences. 

c. Steve (and others) continue to schedule meetings with Colorado’s federal delegation. 

d. We discussed distribution of the Solicitation to stakeholder groups. Christy agreed to review the Colorado Notebook and make suggestions for distribution lists. She will work with Anita. 

e. We also discussed media contacts, including the Solicitation and other announcements as well as our need to schedule meetings with Editorial Boards.   

f. Carrie agreed to see if she could find a PR firm that would be willing to help us, pro bono, at least on a case by case basis. 

g. We will ask Mark to reach out to CML, Mark S. the libraries and Elisabeth will inform Colorado Counties.  
3. The Committee discussed the March 22/24th Meetings.  We are still waiting to get firm dates, times and prices from the Community College association.  We will discuss further as soon as we receive that information.
4. Committee members reported on Outreach Activities this week. 
a. Elisabeth talked with the Colorado Lawyers Committee- and will present to their Executive Committee in March.

b. Steve will be the liaison with the Colorado Association of Health Plans and will be briefing them on monthly basis.
c. Steve is on the agenda for the next Club 20 meeting. 

d. Mark S, Mark W., Elisabeth, Christy and Julia plan to attend the Health Care Day of Action next Monday. 

e. Pam has spoken with the Community Health Partnership in Colorado Springs.
f. Pam has made a presentation to: Peak Vista Board, Pueblo Chamber of Commerce and Hispanic Chamber.

5. The Committee discussed the fact that we need to come up with a process to manage requests to present to the Commission. Groups have requested an opportunity to make presentations to the Commission – and we understand that there are more groups than we have time to schedule.  The question becomes what is useful to the Commission in the course of its work and what do people want to talk to us about.   We began a discussion of how we would handle multiple groups wanting to present on the same topic.  We also discussed the possibility of setting a day aside in order that people/groups might make presentations to the Commission.   The Committee thought it might be more useful to do that after we have received proposals for review.  The Committee agreed that it made more sense to set aside a particular day or days and not schedule presentations before or after Commission meetings. Further discussion was deferred to the next meeting.
