Other Issues for Discussion:

The following issues concerning data and accountability systems raised at our last meeting:

· Should the state offer a parental opt-out for those parents who do not want data on their child used in research?

· What we mean by “educational data” – what is the scope of the data and the agencies from which data will be collected?

· What is the appropriate balance between providing customized data to meet the needs of students and other stakeholders and privacy?

· What is the timeline for developing and implementing a statewide P-20 data system?

· What is the state’s role in facilitating data use?

· What is the appropriate balance between centralization and decentralization of data collection, housing and distribution?

· What should the system’s architecture look like?

· What are the costs of a new system – how much and how will the state pay for it?

· What are the issues surrounding the incorporation of post-secondary data into the larger system?
