Highlights:
· Postage rate increase, fleet mileage rates, and copying costs have increased.  The Department requires funding to address these typically annual increases.  

· The Department has witnessed an increase in postage costs of roughly $19,000 from FY 2000-01 to FY 2005-06.  Assuming that, on average, postal costs will go up 5% ($0.41/$0.39) from FY 2005-06 to FY 2007-08, the Department is estimating roughly $20,000 of additional postage costs from FY 2006-07 to FY 2007-08.

· The average per mile charge on department vehicles leased through the State Fleet program has increased by 59% over a 3 year window, or $0.10 per mile increase.
· During FY 2006-07 Department of Personnel and Administration, Central Services charged $0.028 per copy for jobs with less than 25,000 copies compared to $0.033 in FY 2007-08 resulting in an 18% increase. The department spent $101,869 on copy projects with Central Services through period 12 during FY 2006-07.
