
 “Two-Day International Business Fundamentals Workshop”:

Day 2: (June 11) – the workshop 
will cover credit considerations, methods of payment, country risk, documentary collections as a 
payment term, initiating a letter of credit,, the L/C applications form, UCP600 guidelines, the 
specific roles of different banks involved in the L/C process, the review process, documentary 
implications and discrepancies.  The day will conclude with case studies involving real life 
applications of the topics covered in the workshop.
