If you have ever had occasion to look for an IT
document that has hit your COFRS reports, but is no
longer on the suspense file and you can’t find the
paper backup, let me share this with you!

On the Financial Data Warehouse choose
Agency/YTD Reports. Under “Report” select IT
(intragovernmental) Transactions (ITYAQ); select
your agency, fiscal year and if you know the
accounting period select it, as it will narrow the
search. Then choose HTML Report Format. Click
on Submit. The report will list all the IT’s that have
processed for your agency that month. Running in
HTML format produces a report that shows the It
documents underlined. If you double click on the
underlined document, the next screen will show all
the COFRS entries associated with that transaction.
So you will know who is charging your account for
what!

Merger

In a surprise move, the University of Colorado
Board of Regents and the Governing Board for the
Community College System voted to consolidate
the institutions creating one of the largest higher
education systems in the nation. The Colorado
Commission on Higher Education’s new director,
Ken Lay approved the merger which became
official with the final passage of SB06-555. An
earlier veto by the Governor was overturned by a
unanimous, bipartisan vote in the House and the
Senate. CU is delighted to raise tuition for their
new students and the Community Colleges are
happy to finally have a football team. All in all, the
merger is expected to be a huge success.

Not to be outdone, Colorado State University is in
private negotiations with the State Colleges. More
information will be provided at a later date. The
Governor was not available for comment as he
was admitted to Denver General Hospital with
chest pains upon hearing the news.

Higher Education Chart of Accounts

Did you know that Higher Education has its own
COFRS Chart of Accounts (COA)? Because not all
institutions are the same, each school has its own
financial system designed to fit individual business
practices and to comply with reporting
requirements unique to higher education. To
ensure accurate and consistent financial reporting
to the State, the data is summarized and uploaded
to COFRS using select coding approved by the
FAC.

The approved COFRS coding is outlined in the
Higher Education Chart of Accounts and can be
found on the FAC web site at:
http://www.colorado.gov/dpa/dfp/sco/fac/index.ht
m. Revisions are in bold and include changes for
Exempt Enterprises. Use of any other COFRS
codes must be approved by the FAC.

Enterprise Accounting Models

Accounting Models to comply with the changes for
Enterprise status. The new models will be added
to the FAC web site as they are approved. All
models for Exempt Enterprises are denoted with
an “x” at the end of their title.
