2) By executive order, I will adopt the Western Governor’s Association’s recent
resolution calling for a 20 percent improvement in the efficiency of electricity use
statewide by 2020. (ISSUED GREENING OF GOV’T EXECUTIVE ORDER AND
SIGNED SB 51.)

3)  Getting wind energy on the wires will be one of my highest priorities. (SIGNED SB 91
AND 100 AND HB 1150.)

4) I’m eager to see the bill from Senator Schwartz and Representative Pommer that will
double the renewable energy requirements of Amendment 37. (SIGNED HB 1281.)

5) I’m excited about the possible creation of a Colorado Clean Energy Fund that will help
with the technology transfer of research to the marketplace and finally into our
communities, homes and businesses. (SIGNED SB 246.)

6)  State government also will lead by example. We must convert our vehicle fleets to
hybrid or flex-fuels as they are replaced. We must increase the use of bio-fuels which
are produced right here in Colorado. All new and renovated state buildings must
comply with higher energy-efficiency standards and become High Performance
Buildings. (ISSUED GREENING OF GOV’T EXECUTIVE ORDERS; APPOINTED

7)  Each year, I will recognize the remarkable people, businesses, institutions and
nonprofits who work in the renewable energy field. Today, | am happy to announce the
creation of the Governor’s Excellence in Renewable Energy Award.
