COURSE OBJECTIVE:  The objective of the class is to provide attendees with sufficient knowledge to process a basic crime scene.  

COURSE TOPICS:  The following topics will be covered in the course:  basic crime scene and evidence recognition in the forensic disciplines of trace, drugs, biology, hair/fibers, latent prints, footwear/tire impressions, evidence photography, firearms/toolmarks and digital evidence.  

COURSE CERTIFICATE:  Successful demonstration of acquired skills throughout the week, as well as a passing score on the written exam, will be required to receive the course certificate.  

WHO SHOULD ATTEND:  The focus of the class will be for those individuals with limited and/or no crime scene experience.  Crime scene personnel (sworn and non-sworn) who are actively involved in crime scene investigations OR those who intend to be actively involved in these investigations should attend.  

SELECTION OF ATTENDEES:  Attendees will be selected based on the need of the agency or the individual to acquire these skills.  The more agencies we can train, the better.  Class sizes are limited, however we will select individuals from as many different agencies as possible.
