Meeting Minutes
September 18, 2007

The State Personnel Board met in public session on Tuesday, September 18, 2007, at
the Colorado State Personnel Board, 633 17th Street, Suite 1400, Courtroom 1, Denver,
Colorado 80202-3604.

The meeting was called to order at 9:03 a.m. Board Members Roberto Corrada, Dana
Shea-Reid, Robert Thompson, and John Zakhem were present in person. Board
Member Rich Djokic was present via telephone.

Kristin F. Rozansky, Board Director; Assistant Attorney General Roxane Baca, Board

. REPORT OF RICH GONZALES, STATE PERSONNEL DIRECTOR
(EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, DEPARTMENT OF PERSONNEL AND
ADMINISTRATION [DPA])

Jennifer Okes, Executive Deputy Director, DPA, reported to the Board on behalf
of Mr. Gonzales on several items. Ms. Okes stated that since last month, several
town hall meetings with employees had been held, including at the Health
Sciences Center, Colorado State University, Glenwood Springs, and Grand
Junction Regional Center. She also stated that there are more such meetings in
the planning stages, including in Pueblo and with other employees in Grand
Junction, perhaps State Patrol personnel, telecommunications personnel, and
others, and that DPA planned to coordinate with the Board on its October Board
meeting in Grand Junction. In another area, Ms. Okes reported that the
development of universal policies is continuing, with input from human resources
(HR) personnel, and policies for sexual harassment and substance abuse or
impairment are nearing finalization. She stated that DPA intends to gauge the
need for additional policies from HR as to which other policies are universal.
Finally, Ms. Okes reported that Ombuds Karen Schaefer is also doing outreach
with departments, including employee council personnel, HR, etc.

Mr. Thompson moved to reverse the May 10, 2007 Amended Dismissal
Order based on the inaccuracy of the Administrative Law Judge's order,
which stated that, "8. As of May 3, 2007, Complainant has not filed an
information sheet,” in order to allow the ALJ to consider the merits of the
case based on the parties' information sheets and to render a preliminary
recommendation. There was no second. Mr. Corrada then moved that,
based on extenuating circumstances, including, but not limited to, the
lateness with which Respondent served its mandatory disclosures on
Complainant, and the determination that neither party suffers prejudice by
a reversal, to remand the matter to the ALJ to consider the merits of the
case based on the parties' information sheets and to render a preliminary
recommendation. Mr. Thompson seconded the motion. The motion
passed on the affirmative vote of the following Board members: Mr.
Corrada, Ms. Shea-Reid, and Mr. Thompson. Mr. Zakhem and Mr. Djokic
voted in opposition to the motion.
