Dear Mr. Rogers, 

 

 I have received your May 5, 2011 letter, in response to my April 25 letter regarding the Fourth Quarter 2010 

monitoring report for the Pinon Ridge Mill Site in Montrose County, Colorado.  I agree with the invalidation of some of the 

solar radiation data from Site 2.  Since the relative humidity data for that site are not used for modeling, we will not require 

its invalidation.  Therefore, the Fourth Quarter 2010 report is now finalized. 

 

 I have also reviewed the Quarter 1, 2011 meteorological monitoring data.  I have a few comments. 

 

1. There is a typographic error on page 1 of the report, which refers to meteorological data collection at five air 

monitoring stations.  This should be “two stations”.  

 

2. I was curious about some of the data records in the Site 2 files, which are highlighted in yellow.  In the hourly file, 

hour 11 of March 22, 2011 is highlighted.  In the 15-minute Site 2 file, periods 11:00 – 11:45 for March 22, 2011 are 

highlighted.   

 

3. Now that three years of meteorological data (Second Quarter 2008 through First Quarter 2011) have been collected, 

I would like to get a summary data disk of all 15-minute and hourly data from Sites 1 and 2.  This will serve as the 

final record of the meteorological data, and will bring it all into one file for future use. 

 

 Thank you for submitting this report.  This letter does not include comments from the Radiation Management 

Section, Hazardous Materials and Waste Management Division.  Mr. Phil Egidi may have additional comments.
