Ordinance No. 10, Series 2015
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE LEASE OF REAL PROPERTY KNOWN AS 103 14th STREET, IDAHO SPRINGS, COLORADO, TO JOHN BORDONI AND PAULETTE BORDONI


Whereas, pursuant to C.R.S. § 31-15-713(1)(c), the City Council (“Council”) for the City of Idaho Springs (the “City”) possesses the authority to enter into lease agreements for real property and improvements owned by the City when deemed by the Council to be in the best interest of the City; and

WHEREAS, the City recently obtained title to and ownership of certain real property and improvements located at 103 14th Street, Idaho Springs, Colorado (the “Property”); and


WHEREAS, the City recently acquired the Property from John and Paulette Bordoni (the “Bordonis”) and, as a part of the City’s offered consideration for the Property, the Council agreed in principle to permit the Bordonis to continue to occupy and use the Property as their primary residence for a period of years; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds and determines that it is in the best interest of the City to enter into a lease agreement with the Bordonis that provides them with a continued right to use and occupy the Property as their residence for a defined period of time, during which time the City is unlikely to be in a position to convert the Property to some other use that would benefit the City; and


WHEREAS, because the proposed lease agreement constitutes a lease of City-owned real property for a term greater than one (1) year, the Council must act by ordinance to approve the same pursuant to C.R.S. § 31-15-713(1)(c).


Now therefore, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado as follows:

Section 1.
The above and foregoing recitals are hereby adopted as findings and determinations of the City Council and are incorporated herein by reference.


Section 2.
The City Council hereby approves the Lease Agreement between the City of Idaho Springs and John Bordoni and Paulette Bordoni, concerning the Property, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Agreement”).

Section 3.
The Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized on behalf of the City to execute and deliver the Agreement and to execute and deliver any and all other documents reasonably necessary or convenient to effectuate the intent of the Agreement, in accordance with the terms of this Ordinance.


Section 4.
Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Ordinance be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, the intention being that the various sections and provisions are severable.
