Ordinance No. 11, Series 2015
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 6-12 OF THE IDAHO SPRINGS MUNICIPAL CODE CONCERNING THE CEMETERY MAINTENANCE TRUST ACCOUNT
WHEREAS, in 2002, through the adoption of Ordinance No. 6, Series 2002, the City of Idaho Springs City Council (“Council”) established the cemetery maintenance trust account (“Trust Account”) to fund the maintenance of the City cemetery; and

WHEREAS, the establishment of the Trust Account and restrictions on the use of its contents are codified as Division 2 of Article I of Chapter 6 of the Idaho Springs Municipal Code (“Code”); and
WHEREAS, Section 6-12 of said Division places restrictions on how Trust Account funds may be used, including a prohibition against the expenditure of any of the principal amount of funds deposited therein; and
WHEREAS, the Council hereby finds and determines that the Trust Account, after thirteen (13) years of existence, currently contains more than an adequate amount of restricted principal funds to ensure its continued existence and that some portion of such principal funds could be put to beneficial use for the Trust Account’s stated purpose; and

WHEREAS, the Council therefore desires to amend Code Section 6-12 to remove the prohibition against the expenditure of the principal funds deposited in the Trust Account.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS, COLORADO, AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.  Section 6-12 of the Idaho Springs Municipal Code, concerning the City cemetery maintenance trust account, is hereby amended as follows:

Sec. 6-12.  Account restrictions.
  (A)  The principal amount of funds deposited to the trust account shall not be disbursed or expended for any purpose whatsoever but shall be deposited or invested by the City Treasurer in lawful deposits and investments for the purpose of earning income, with due regard for the safety and preservation of the principal.
  (B)  Income from Funds in the trust account shall be used and expended by the City solely for the purposes of maintaining the City Cemetery in good and attractive condition, which shall include the maintenance and care of burial spaces.
          Section 2.  Any and all Ordinances or Codes or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent herewith are, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency, hereby repealed; provided, however, that the repeal of any such Ordinance or Code or part thereof shall not revive any other section or part of any Ordinance or Code provision heretofore repealed or superseded.


Section 3.
Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Ordinance or of Code provisions enacted hereby be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Ordinance or of such Code provisions, the intention being that the various sections and provisions are severable.
