Ordinance No. 13, Series 2015
AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE TO OPERATE A CHILD CARE FACILITY IN THE C-2 ZONE DISTRICT AT 98 12TH AVENUE
WHEREAS, the City Council and Planning Commission have authority pursuant to the laws of the State of Colorado and the Idaho Springs Zoning Ordinance to grant Conditional Uses within zone districts for property within the City; and


WHEREAS, the Clear Creek Metropolitan Recreation District (“CCMRD”) (the “Applicant”) applied to the City for a Conditional Use to operate a child care facility at 98 12th Avenue, Idaho Springs, Colorado, located within the C-2 Commercial Zone District (the “Application”), which Application is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission reviewed all facts and circumstances relevant to the Application and 98 12th Avenue (the “Property”), further described in Exhibit A, and recommended favorably to the City Council the Conditional Use set forth below; and


WHEREAS, the Application seeks approval to operate a child care facility to provide care for up to one hundred (100) school-age children, from ages 5 through 16; and


WHEREAS, the Application was scheduled for public hearings before the City Council on November 9 and 23, 2015, and due notice thereof was given by publication, mailing and posting of the Property, all as required by the laws of the State of Colorado and the Zoning Ordinance of the City; and


WHEREAS, the said public hearings were conducted on November 9 and 23, 2015, at which times interested parties were afforded an opportunity to be heard; and


WHEREAS, as of the date of said public hearing no written protest to the proposed Conditional Use had been received; and


WHEREAS, after reviewing all of the relevant evidence and testimony, the City Council has determined that the proposed Conditional Use conforms to the relevant requirements of the Idaho Springs Municipal Code (“Code”), is generally in conformity with the City's comprehensive plan, and will not impact adjacent properties in a manner that is significantly different than the impacts caused by uses that are permitted by right in the C-2 Zone District.


Now therefore, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado, as follows:

Section 1.
The above and foregoing Recitals are incorporated herein by reference and are adopted as findings and determinations of the City Council.


Section 2.
The Property known as 98 12th Avenue, Idaho Springs, Colorado, is allowed a Conditional Use without time limitation for the operation of a child care facility, to provide care for up to a maximum of one hundred (100) school-age children, from ages 5 through 16, in conformance with all requirements of Colorado law and as specified in the Application. 


Section 3.
Upon the effectiveness of this Ordinance, the City Clerk is directed to record a copy hereof with the Clear Creek County Clerk and Recorder, and the City Administrator is directed to reference the Conditional Use approved hereby on the City of Idaho Springs Zoning Map.  


Section 4.  Any and all Ordinances or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent herewith are, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency, hereby repealed; provided, however, that the repeal of any such Ordinance or part thereof shall not revive any other section or part of any Ordinance heretofore repealed or superseded.


Section 5.
Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Ordinance be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, the intention being that the various provisions are severable.
