AN ORDINANCE REZONING PROPERTY KNOWN AS 225 17TH STREET FROM THE COMMERCIAL ONE (C-1) TO THE RESIDENTIAL TWO (R-2) ZONE DISTRICT AND AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP OF THE CITY TO REFLECT SUCH ACTION

	WHEREAS, that certain property within the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado (“City”) with an address of 225 17th Street, more particularly described in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Property”), is currently zoned as Commercial One (C-1) under the City’s zoning regulations; and

	WHEREAS, the owner of the Property filed an application with the City on September 28, 2015 to rezone the Property from the C-1 zone district to the Residential Two (R-2) zone district (the “Application”); and

	WHEREAS, the Application represents that the Property has been used solely for residential purposes for the past nine (9) years with no commercial use occurring during that period and that the owner wishes to transfer the Property for future use for residential purposes rather than commercial purposes; and

	WHEREAS, the Application was duly scheduled for hearings before the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs on November 16 and December 7, 2015, and due notice thereof was given by publication, posting and mailing, all as required by the laws of the State of Colorado and the City’s zoning regulations; and

	WHEREAS, such public hearings were conducted on said dates, at which time the Property owner and other interested parties were afforded an opportunity to be heard; and

	WHEREAS, as of the date of the hearings, no written protest to the proposed rezoning had been received; and

	WHEREAS, the proposed rezoning is generally in conformity with the City's comprehensive plan, and will tend to preserve and promote property values in the neighborhood, will be in harmony and compatible with the surrounding land uses and present development in the area, will not adversely affect traffic in the area, and will generally promote the public welfare.

	NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado as follows:

	Section 1.  The above and foregoing recitals are incorporated herein by reference and are adopted as findings and determinations of the City Council.

	Section 2.  The zoning classification of the Property is hereby changed from Commercial One (C-1) to Residential Two (R-2), and the zoning map of the City is hereby amended to reflect such change. The restrictions and requirements applicable in the R-2 zone district into which the Property is classified by this Ordinance shall apply to and govern all uses of the Property on and after the effective date hereof.

	Section 3.	Any and all Ordinances or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent herewith are, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency, hereby repealed; provided, however, that the repeal of any such Ordinance or part thereof shall not revive any other section or part of any Ordinance heretofore repealed or superseded.

	Section 4.	Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Ordinance be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, the intention being that the various provisions are severable.
