A RESOLUTION MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS OF FACT REGARDING THE PROPOSED ANNEXATION OF PROPERTY TO THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS, COLORADO, TO BE KNOWN AS THE URSO ANNEXATION

WHEREAS, the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado (“City”) received an annexation petition from John and Lu Ann Urso as owners of 100% of approximately 8.14 acres generally located at 1606 - 1616 Wall Street, Clear Creek County, Colorado, more particularly described in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Property”), to annex the Property to the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado ("Annexation Petition"); and

WHEREAS, by resolution duly adopted and approved on May 11, 2015, the City Council found the Annexation Petition to be in substantial compliance with C.R.S. § 31-12-107(1) and set a public hearing on the annexation on June 22, 2015; and


WHEREAS, the City Council further finds that the Property is entirely contained within the boundaries of the City and has been so surrounded for a period of not less than three years and, as such, the Property constitutes an “enclave,” as defined by C.R.S. § 31-12-106(1); and

WHEREAS, the Property is therefore eligible for annexation to the City as described and authorized by C.R.S. § 31-12-106(1), without the necessity of a public hearing on the same; and


WHEREAS, the City Council considered the annexation of the Property at its June 22, 2015 regular meeting, which meeting was duly and properly noticed as required by C.R.S. § 24-6-402 and open to the public; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed the proposed annexation and finds that it complies with C.R.S. §§ 31-12-104 and 31-12-105 and, additionally, constitutes an enclave under C.R.S. § 31-12-106; and

WHEREAS, the City Council now desires to enter its findings and determinations regarding the same.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS, COLORADO, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.  The above and foregoing recitals are hereby incorporated herein as specific findings of the City Council.

Section 2.  The City Council hereby finds and concludes with regard to the annexation of the territory described in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein, that 
a.
Not less than one-sixth of the perimeter of the area proposed to be annexed is contiguous with the existing boundaries of the City; 

b.
No land held in identical ownership has been divided or included without written consent of the owner thereof; 

c.
A community of interest exists between the area proposed to be annexed and the City, the subject property will be urbanized in the near future and is capable of being integrated with the City;

d.
No annexation proceedings have been commenced by another municipality; 

e.
The annexation will not result in the detachment of area from a school district;

f.
The annexation will not result in the extension of the City boundary more than three miles; 

g.
In establishing the boundaries of the area to be annexed the entire width of any street or alley is included within the area annexed; 
h.
The Property is entirely contained within the boundaries of the City and has been so surrounded for a period of not less than three years.
Section 2.  Based upon the foregoing findings, the Board determines and concludes as follows:
a.
The proposed annexation meets the applicable requirements of Sections 31-12-104, 105 and 106, C.R.S. and Section 30 of Article II, Colorado Constitution;
b.
An election is not required under C.R.S. 31-12-107(2) and Section 30(1)(a) of the Colorado Constitution;
c.
No additional terms and conditions specific to this annexation are to be imposed.

LEGAL DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY SUBJECT TO THE ANNEXATION PETITION

A portion of the Tin Can Lode, U.S. Mineral Survey No. 17930, together with a portion of the Gabriel Lode, U.S. Mineral Survey No. 17930, together with a portion of the Gabriel Lode, U.S. Mineral Survey No. 17930 amended described as follows:

- Beginning at Corner No. 4 of said Tin Can Lode;

- Thence S 24 degrees 59’ 42” E, a distance of 1,482.94 feet to a point at the intersection of Line 35-36 of the Idaho Springs Townsite;

- Thence S 89 degrees 51’ 09” W, along said Line 35-36, a distance of 289.63 feet to the southeast corner of that tract of land described in Book 484 at Page 72 in the records of the Clear Creek County Clerk and Recorder’s office;

- Thence N 03 degrees 36’ 17” W, a distance of 45.95 feet to a point on Line 1-2 of the Mount Pleasant Lode, U.S. Mineral Survey No. 4741;

- Thence N 86 degrees 23’ 43” E, along said Line 1-2, a distance of 25.00 feet to corner No. 2 of said Lode;

- Thence N 04 degrees 02’ 19”, along Line 2-3 of said Lode, a distance of 149.38 feet to corner No. 3 of said Lode;

- Thence S 86 degrees 21’ 47”, W, along line 3-4 of said Lode, a distance of 168.21 feet to a point at the intersection of Line 2-3 of said Gabriel Lode;

- Thence N 24 degrees 59’ 42” W, along said Line 2-3, a distance of 792.87 feet to corner 3 of said Gabriel Lode;

- Thence N 85 degrees 34’ 06” E, along Line 3-4 of said Lode, a distance of 159.30 feet to corner No. 4 of said Lode, said Corner also being a point on Line 2-3 of said Tin Can Lode;

- Thence N 25 degrees 02’ 07” W, along said Line 2-3, a distance of 456.12 feet to corner No. 3 of said Lode; 

- Thence N 85 degrees 34’ 06” E, along Line 3-4 of said Lode, a distance of 161.82 feet to the point of beginning, containing 8.14 acres, more or less.
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
