Ordinance No. 2, Series 2015
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 21-22 AND 21-45 OF THE IDAHO SPRINGS MUNICIPAL CODE CONCERNING HOME OCCUPATIONS
WHEREAS, the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado (“City”) is a statutory city, duly organized and existing under the laws of the state of Colorado; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 31-15-501, the Idaho Springs City Council (“Council”) possesses the authority to adopt regulations governing businesses and occupations within the City; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. § 31-23-301 et seq., the Council possesses the authority to adopt and enforce zoning regulations; and

WHEREAS, under such authority, the Council previously adopted regulations governing the conduct of home occupations within the City, codified in various portions of Chapter 21 of the Idaho Springs Municipal Code (“Code”); and

WHEREAS, current City regulations governing home occupations are inconsistent in regards to whether such enterprises may generate any client customer or traffic; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds that home occupations may be conducted in a manner that generate client customer and traffic while remaining secondary to the primary dwelling use and respecting the surrounding residential properties; and

WHEREAS, the Council therefore desires to amend certain Code provisions concerning home occupations to clarify that such businesses may generate some client customer or traffic so long as the use does not generate traffic, noise and disruption in excess of what is typical in a residential neighborhood; and
WHEREAS, a public hearing on this Ordinance was conducted, after due and proper notice, as required by C.R.S. §§ 31-23-304 and 305.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS, COLORADO, AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1.
Section 21-22 of the Code, concerning definitions applicable to zoning regulations, is hereby amended by amending the existing definition of home occupations thereunder as follows:
  Home occupation.  An occupation or business activity which results in a product or service and is conducted in whole or in part in a dwelling unit, is subordinate to the residential use of the dwelling unit, and employs no more than three (3) persons who are not part of the inhabitants, and generates no client or customer traffic.


Section 2.  Paragraph (7) of Subsection 21-45(A), concerning the conditions that home occupations must meet, is hereby amended as follows:

  (7)  There shall be no offensive vibration, smoke, dust, odors, heat or glare noticeable at or beyond the property line. The use shall not generate traffic, noise, vibration, glare, fumes, odors or electrical interference beyond what normally occurs in any residential zone district.

Section 3.
Any and all Ordinances or Codes or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent herewith are, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency, hereby repealed; provided, however, that the repeal of any such Ordinance or Code or part thereof shall not revive any other section or part of any Ordinance or Code provision heretofore repealed or superseded.


Section 4.
Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Ordinance or of Code provisions enacted hereby be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Ordinance or of such Code provisions, the intention being that the various sections and provisions are severable.
