A RESOLUTION APPROVING APPLICATIONS TO MOVE THE FOLLOWING MEDICAL AND RETAIL MARIJUANA BUSINESS LICENSES FROM 1800 COLORADO BOULEVARD TO 2313 COLORADO BOULEVARD, WITHIN THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS: LICENSE NUMBERS 402-00282, 403-00416 AND 402R-00161, ALL OWNED AND OPERATED BY MOUNTAIN MEDICINALS, INC., DBA MOUNTAIN MEDICINALS RETAIL CENTER AND MOUNTAIN MEDICINALS WELLNESS CENTER

Whereas, pursuant to Idaho Springs Municipal Code (“Code”) Section 9-154, the Idaho Springs City Council (“City Council”) serves as the City of Idaho Springs Marijuana Licensing Authority; and


WHEREAS, serving in such capacity, the City Council possesses all the authority pursuant to state law and the Code to grant or deny licenses, as well as all the powers of a local licensing authority as set forth in the Colorado Medical Marijuana Code, Article 43.3, Title 12, C.R.S.; and Colorado Retail Marijuana Code, Article 43.4, Title 12, C.R.S.; and 

WHEREAS, Mountain Medicinals, Inc., dba Mountain Medicinals Retail Center and Mountain Medicinals Wellness Center, was previously granted approval by both the City and the State to conduct certain medical and retail marijuana businesses at 1800 Colorado Boulevard within the City of Idaho Springs (the “Licensed Premises”); and

WHEREAS, Mountain Medicinals has filed applications with the City and the State to move three (3) of its licensed operations from the Licensed Premises to the new location of 2313 Colorado Boulevard, also within the City of Idaho Springs; and


WHEREAS, the licensed operations proposed to be moved include: one (1) retail marijuana store, one (1) medical marijuana center, and one (1) optional premises cultivation operation, as those terms are further defined by the Colorado Medical Marijuana Code, Title 12, Article 43.3, C.R.S. and the Colorado Retail Marijuana Code, Title 12, Article 43.4, C.R.S., respectively; and


WHEREAS, Code § 9-159(A) requires the City Council to conduct a public hearing on a proposed change of location of an existing licensed marijuana operation; and


WHEREAS, on August 24, 2015, after due and proper notice thereof had been given in accordance with Code § 9-159(B), the City Council conducted a hearing on the proposed change of location of the above-referenced three (3) licensed operations, at which time all interested parties were given the opportunity to be heard; and

WHEREAS, after considering all of the evidence and testimony brought before it, the City Council finds and determines that the new proposed location of the three existing licensed operations further described herein meets the locational criteria for such operations under Code Section 9-161, that the owners of the licenses continue to be qualified to hold such licenses and that the application otherwise satisfies the relevant Code criteria; and 


WHEREAS, the City Council therefore desires to approve such application and provide this written notice of its decision in accordance with Code § 9-159(C).


Now therefore, be it RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado as follows:


Section 1.  The above and foregoing recitals are incorporated herein as specific findings and determinations of the City Council. 

Section 2.    The applications for a Change of Location filed by Mountain Medicinals, Inc., dba Mountain Medicinals Retail Center and Mountain Medicinals Wellness Center, to move the following licenses from 1800 Colorado Boulevard, Idaho Springs, Colorado, to 2313 Colorado Boulevard, Idaho Springs, Colorado, are hereby APPROVED:

1. Current license # 402-00282 (Medical Marijuana Center);


2. Current license # 403-00416 (Optional Premise Cultivation Operation); and


3. Current license # 402R-00161 (Retail Marijuana Store).

This approval is based upon the finding that the proposed change in location satisfies the locational criteria set forth in Code Section 9-161, that the licensees remain eligible and qualified under applicable law to hold the licenses at issue and that other relevant Code criteria are satisfied.

Section 3.  Approval of the Change of Location applications for the licensed premises named in Section 2 hereof does not constitute approval of any other application nor does it eliminate the requirement that the applicant obtain all other permits, licenses and approvals necessary to conduct the proposed activities at the new proposed location, including but not limited to all necessary building permits and certificate(s) of occupancy.  


Section 4.
Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Resolution or of the Manual provisions adopted hereby be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Resolution or the Manual, the intention being that the various sections and provisions are severable.


Section 5.   Any and all Resolutions or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent herewith are, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency, hereby repealed; provided, however, that the repeal of any such Resolution or part thereof shall not revive any other section or part of any Resolution heretofore repealed or superseded.
