Idaho Springs Community Recognition Wall Policy
The Idaho Springs Community Recognition Wall, located on the east side of City Hall, was built in 2015.  The Wall was intended to provide a way to permanently recognize those who make an extraordinary contribution to the Idaho Springs community.  The contribution will be one of time and effort and will be unique in some way.  “Contribution” does not refer to monetary gifts.
With the intent to both formalize the nomination/selection process and to make the process as simple and straightforward as possible, the City Council has adopted the following policy regarding the Wall.
· Only individuals will be considered for recognition.
· Those recognized will have been City or County residents at the time of the noted contribution.
· Those recognized may be City employees or volunteers.
· The length of time over which the contribution was made will not be a consideration.
· The initial nominations in 2015 will be made by City Staff and Council with selection of an unlimited number of individuals by City Council.
· Beginning in 2017, nominations will be accepted annually in January and may be submitted by any person or organization.
· With input from City staff, the City Council will select up to five (5) nominated individuals to recognize annually.
· Plaques for each individual will be purchased by the City with sufficient yet brief wording to describe the contribution being recognized.
· The plaques will be permanently affixed to the Wall and some form of ceremony will be held each year in the spring.  The date for each annual ceremony will be determined from year to year depending on weather and other conditions.
