Resolution No. 31, Series 2015
A RESOLUTION REVISING AND COMPLETELY REPLACING THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS PARKING PLAN.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 15, Title 31, C.R.S., the City Council possesses the authority to adopt rules and regulations concerning the parking of vehicles within the City of Idaho Springs; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has exercised that authority by adopting the City of Idaho Springs Parking Plan ("Parking Plan") by Ordinance No. 7, Series 2003, Ordinance No. 1, 2006, and amending by Resolution 10, Series 2007, Resolution 6, Series 2008, Resolution 7, Series 2013, Resolution 11, Series 2013, Resolution 10, Series 2014, Resolution 12, Series 2015 and Resolution 21, Series 2015; and
WHEREAS, said Ordinance authorizes the City Council to amend the Parking Plan by resolution; and
WHEREAS, the City Council now desires to completely revise the Parking Plan.
NOW THEREFORE be it RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado as follows:

Section 1.
The Parking Plan attached hereto supersedes and replaces all previous versions of the Plan in their entirely.
Section 3. 
The City Clerk shall replace all copies of the Parking Plan in her custody and have posted appropriate signs to conform with the Parking Plan adopted by this Resolution.

Section 4.
Nothing in this Resolution shall be construed to repeal, modify or otherwise affect the validity of any parking regulation provided by the Model Traffic Code as adopted by the City by reference or by any section of the Parking Plan adopted by this Resolution.  This Resolution shall not affect any pending case alleging a violation of Section 4 of the Parking Plan committed prior to the effective date of this Resolution.


Section 5.
Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Resolution be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Resolution, the intention being that the various sections and provisions are severable.

CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS, COLORADO

PARKING PLAN

This Parking Plan governs the parking of vehicles within the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado.  Parking in violation of this Plan is unlawful as provided by Section 21-4 of the Idaho Springs Municipal Code.  

Section 1.
Parking motor vehicle on private ground.  No person shall park or stand a motor vehicle or other personal property on premises of another or in the lawful possession of another without the permission of the owner or person in possession thereof.

Section 2.
Parking lot use.  No person shall perform maintenance work on vehicles or otherwise use the city parking lots for any other purpose than parking vehicles, unless approved by the city council.

Section 3. 
Stopping, standing or parking in alleys.

(A)  
No person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle within an alley in a business district, except for the expeditious loading or unloading of materials; and no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle in any other alley in such a manner or under such conditions as to leave available less than ten (10) feet of the roadway for the free movement of vehicular traffic.

(B)
No person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle within an alley in such a position as to block the driveway or entrance to any abutting property.

Section 4.
City parking lot hours.  No person shall park any vehicle for more than twenty - four (24) hours at a time in any City Parking Lot unless otherwise designated by official signs or without displaying a City-issued permit.  For the purposes of this Parking Plan, the Parking Lots in the 
following locations shall be deemed to be “City Parking Lots”:

(1) The North side of Water Street between 15th and 17th Avenues


(2) On the Southwest corner of 16th Avenue and Colorado Blvd.
(3) On the North side of Riverside Drive, the posted areas in the 3200 and 3300 blocks
(4) The South side of Idaho Street between 12th Avenue and 13th Avenue

Section 5.
Handicap parking.

(A)
Notice of handicap parking spaces shall be given by posting a single approved sign giving notice of the applicable restrictions, and any time or other limitations thereon, at the front of the space or on a wall or fence beside the space.  When possible, the curb in the handicap parking space shall be painted blue.

(B)
To be legally parked in a handicap parking space, a vehicle must display an approved appropriate tag.

(C) 
Permanent handicapped parking spaces shall be provided as follows:

(1)
There shall be the following number of handicap parking spaces in the following city parking lots:

(a)  
One (1) space in the lot located at 13th Avenue and Idaho Street

(b)
Four (4) spaces in the lot bordered by 15th and 17th Avenues, Water Street and the area known as the “Idahoe Mall” behind the buildings on the south side of Miner Street between 15th and 17th Avenues

(c)
One (1) space in the lot located at 16th Avenue and Colorado Blvd. between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.
 

(2)
There shall be one (1) handicap parking space on the west side of 14th Avenue immediately south of Center Alley, in front of the Library.  Handicap parking in this space shall be limited to four (4) hours.

(3)
There shall be two (2) handicap parking spaces on the north side of Miner Street between 14th and 15th Avenues in front of the Senior Center between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

(4)
There shall be three (3) handicap parking spaces on the south side of Miner Street, east of the intersection of 10th Avenue.  These spaces shall be restricted for handicap parking only during school district football games at the athletic field, and shall be available for non-handicap parking at all other times.

(5)
There shall be one (1) handicap parking spaces on the north side of Colorado Blvd., beginning at a point fifteen (15) feet east of the hydrant at the corner of Colorado Blvd. and 16th Avenue.

(6)
There shall be one (1) handicap parking space on the west side of 15th Avenue, beginning at the point thirty-four feet (34') north of the north edge of the sidewalk at the corner of Colorado Blvd. and 15th Avenue.

(7)     
There shall be one (1) handicap parking space on the east side of 17th Avenue, beginning at the point fifteen (15) feet south of the corner of Miner Street and 17th Ave. Handicap parking in this space shall be limited to four (4) hours.
(8)
There shall be one (1) handicap parking space on the south side of Colorado Blvd. in front of the County Resource Center between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

(9)
There shall be one (1) handicap parking space on the east side of 16th Avenue; the first parking space north of Colorado Blvd.
(10)
There shall be one (1) handicap parking space on the north side of Colorado Blvd., immediately in front of the pavilion at Courtney-Ryley-Cooper Park.

(11)
There shall be one (1) handicap parking space on the north side of Miner Street 83.5 feet east of Colorado Blvd. in front of Carlson Elementary.
(D)
The City Council may by resolution designate temporary handicap parking spaces to accommodate persons with disabilities who do not have off-street parking available on their property, or whose off-street parking does not permit reasonable access for them.

(a)
Such designation shall be requested on forms provided by the city.

(b)
Such designation shall be for one (1) year from the date of the resolution approving the same and may be extended one (1) year at a time by making renewal application on forms provided by the city.

(c)
If the person for whom such designation was approved dies, relocates, recovers or becomes rehabilitated with regard to such person’s disability, the authority for the designation shall be immediately revoked and the signs removed. 

Section 6.
Loading zones.  

(A)
Loading zones are hereby established in the following locations and parking in such locations is prohibited except to load or unload passengers or materials:

Northwest corner of 14th Avenue to private parking lot at northeast corner before 15th Avenue, on Idaho Street, as designated by an official sign, from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., except Sat., Sun. and Holidays.

Northwest corner of 14th Avenue to private parking lot at northeast corner before 15th Avenue, on 
Idaho Street, as designated by an official sign, 
from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., except Sat., Sun. 
and Holidays.

City Parking Lots


As designated by official signs.

(B)
The city council may, by resolution, authorize the public works director to designate special parking zones for loading and unloading passengers or materials and to delete such special parking zones by posting or removing appropriate signs.

Section 7.
Parking on certain streets.  Vehicles may be parked on the east side of 8th Avenue from High Street north to the city limits, facing a southerly direction with the left-hand wheels parallel to and within twelve (12) inches of the left-hand curb or as close as practicable to the right edge of the left-hand shoulder.

Section 8.
Stopping, standing, or parking during certain hours on certain streets.  When official signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle between the hours specified herein on any day. As defined by the Model Traffic Code currently in force within the City upon any of the streets as follows:

Section 9.
Parking prohibited at all times on certain streets.  When official signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall at any time park a vehicle upon any of the following described streets or parts thereof:

Section 10.
Parking time limited on certain streets.  In accordance with the Model Traffic Code currently in effect within the City and when official signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall park a vehicle for a period of time longer than the time periods listed below between the hours listed below upon any streets or parts of streets as follows:

From 13th Avenue east to Miner Street Bridge, 

north and south sides – three-hour limit between 

8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m., seven days per week except between 13th and 14th Avenues in front of Carlson Elementary, the easternmost and westernmost parking spaces shall be designated as pick up/drop off spaces limited to 15 minutes.
14th Avenue


Idaho Street to Center Alley – three-hour limit, 

except from Miner Street to Center Alley, the 

east side of which shall be reserved for Senior 

Citizens Center buses only. 

15th Avenue


Center Alley to Water Street – three-hour limit

16th Avenue


Center Alley to Water Street – three-hour 





limit

17th Avenue


Center Alley to Water Street – three-hour limit

Riverside Drive
From 23rd Avenue west for a distance of 21 feet - 3 hour limit


Colorado Blvd.
In the 2000 block, from the east edge of the restricted parking area listed in Section 12 east a distance of 200 feet - three-hour limit

Idaho Street
South side between 13th and 14th Avenues, 30-minute only

Section 11.
Bus parking.  In accordance with the Model Traffic Code currently in effect within the City and when official signs are erected giving notice thereof, no person shall park any vehicle other than a bus on the south side of Water Street, between 15th Avenue and 16th Avenue.

(1) There shall be one (1) tour bus loading/unloading space on the north side of Miner Street in front of the Central Hose House, beginning at the eastern edge of the curb cut and extending 47.1 feet to the west.     
(2) There shall be one (1) tour bus loading/unloading space on the south side of Miner Street between 13th and 14th Avenues, immediately west of the curb cut for the Kum & Go parking lot. 

Section 12.
Parking on certain streets during adverse weather conditions.   Vehicles may be parked on the North side of Wall Street from 19th to 23rd Avenue facing east due to the steep slope during inclement weather conditions for reasons of safety.

Section 13.
Other restricted areas.  

(1) On the north side of Colorado Blvd., across from the firehouse at 2001 Colorado Blvd, an area from a point corresponding to the east edge of 20th Avenue east a distance of 148 feet is reserved for the parking use of fire department personnel during department-related events only.
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
