A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS, COLORADO AMENDING THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS’ EMPLOYEE RETIREMENT PLAN.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs began participation in a Deferred Compensation Plan (“Plan”) provided by the Hartford Variable Annuity Life Insurance Company for the benefit of its employees on January 1, 1981; and

WHEREAS, the City Council amended the Plan by Resolution 15, Series 2007 and desires the addendum will remain in full force; and

WHEREAS, a Compliance Amendment to the Plan is now required for the purposes of complying with the Supreme Court’s decision in United States v. Windsor.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF IDAHO SPRINGS AS FOLLOWS:
 Section 1.  The above and foregoing recitals are adopted and incorporated herein by reference.
Section 2.
The Compliance Amendment to the City of Idaho Springs Employee Retirement Plan, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference, is hereby adopted.  

Section 3. All other parts of the Plan remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

Section 4.  Should any one or more sections or provisions of the Resolution be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Resolution, the intention being that the various sections and provisions are severable.

Section 5. Any and all Resolutions or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent herewith are, to the extent of such conflict or inconsistency, hereby repealed; provided, however, that the repeal of any such Resolution or part thereof shall not revive any other section or part of any Resolution heretofore repealed or superseded.
