Ordinance No. 6, Series 2015
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE CONVEYANCE BY QUIT CLAIM DEED OF CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY DESCRIBED AS MINE: SYMONDS FORK, 635 0.19 ACRES W 170 FT, GILPIN COUNTY, COLORADO

Whereas, pursuant to C.R.S. § 31-15-713(1)(b), the City Council (“Council”) for the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado (the “City”) possesses the authority to sell and dispose of, by ordinance, City-owned real property that is not being used or held for any governmental purpose; and


WHEREAS, the Council has determined that certain real property that it owns within Gilpin County, Colorado, described as Mine: Symonds Fork, 635 0.19 acres W 170 ft (the “Property”), is not being used or held for any governmental purpose, and an interested party has approached the City with a desire to purchase the Property; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds and determines that the City is unlikely to ever need or desire to use the Property for any governmental purpose and, as such, disposal of the Property in exchange for fair consideration is prudent.

Now therefore, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs, Colorado as follows:

Section 1.
The above and foregoing recitals are hereby adopted as findings and determinations of the City Council and are incorporated herein by reference.


Section 2.
Subject to Section 3 hereof, the City Council hereby approves the conveyance of that City-owned property further described as Mine: Symonds Fork, 635 0.19 acres W 170 ft, within the county of Gilpin, state of Colorado, to Bonanza Land, LLC (“Grantee”), on those terms set forth in the Quit Claim Deed attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Deed”).  The Mayor and the City Clerk are further authorized to execute and deliver any and all other documents reasonably necessary or convenient to effectuate the intent of the Deed, in accordance with the terms of this Ordinance.

Section 3.
The approval granted under Section 2 above is contingent upon the occurrence of each and every condition precedent to the sale of the Property, as set forth in that Contract to Buy and Sell Real Estate between the City and the Grantee dated May 21, 2015.  The failure of any such condition to be satisfied, including but not limited to Grantee’s failure to timely remit the Purchase Price, shall render the approval granted by this Ordinance null and void without any further Council action.  


Section 4.
Should any one or more sections or provisions of this Ordinance be judicially determined invalid or unenforceable, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this Ordinance, the intention being that the various sections and provisions are severable.
