Resolution No. 9, Series 2015

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A CERTAIN PROVISION AS REQUIRED IN AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND CDOT FOR THE PURPOSE OF FORMALIZING THE DEVOLUTION OF COLORADO BOULEVARD.  

WHEREAS, the City of Idaho Springs and the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) wish to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement for the purpose of formalizing the devolution of Colorado Blvd., to the City and confirming the parties’ respective responsibilities therefor; and

WHEREAS, on March 19, 2015, the Colorado Transportation Commission adopted Resolution Number TC-15-3-9; and

WHEREAS, this Resolution is required by the terms of the Intergovernmental Agreement and supplements Resolution No. 5, Series 2015, also required, adopted on January 26, 2015; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Idaho Springs as follows:

Section 1.  The City hereby commits to accept ownership of the Highway Segment in the “as is” condition in exchange for a payment of $21,900,000.00 from CDOT to be credited to a special fund to be used only for transportation-related expenditures.

Section 2.  CDOT will provide a road maintenance vehicle, vehicles or other maintenance equipment mutually agreed upon by the parties to the City as described in Exhibit F attached to the Intergovernmental Agreement.

Section 3.  In exchange for payment as set forth above, the City agrees to maintain the Highway Segment in a reasonable and safe condition as a city street.

Section 4.  Pursuant to 23 USC 131, as amended (The Highway Beautification Action of 1965), the City agrees to adhere to the standards regarding outdoor advertising.
