


IDAHO SPRINGS CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
February 22, 2016
 

The City Council of the City of Idaho Springs held a regular meeting on Monday, February 22, 2016 in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  Mayor Michael Hillman called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Answering the roll was: Michael Hillman, Tracy Stokes, Jason Siegel, Kate Collier, John Curtis, Denise Deese and Bob Bowland. Also present were City Clerk Diane Breece, City Administrator Andrew Marsh, Public Works Superintendent John Bordoni, Water/Wastewater Superintendent Dan Wolf, Police Chief Chris Malanka and Treasurer John Young. City Attorney Carmen Beery was not in attendance.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present.

Agenda Approval
Denise Deese moved to approve the agenda of February 22, 2016. Bob Bowland seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Minutes
Kate Collier moved to approve the minutes for February 08, 2016. Denise Deese seconded and the motion carried by unanimous voice vote. 

Approval of Bills
Jason Siegel moved to approve bills to February 22, 2016 and the salaries for January 2016. Bob Bowland seconded and the motion carried by unanimous roll call vote.

Unscheduled Public Comment

Kate Collier moved to approve reappointment of William Mehrer, Cindy Olson and Don Reimer to this Idaho Springs Planning Commission. Denise Deese seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

Resolutions
Kate Collier moved to approve Resolution #5, Series 2016; A resolution amending the introductory paragraph of the City of Idaho Springs Parking Plan. Tracy Stokes seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

City Administrator
Andrew Marsh gave his staff report with three request(s) for action. Kate Collier moved to approve the agreement and construction payment to Public Service Company of Colorado for the estimated cost of $314,727.82 for the reconstruction of street lights and electric distribution for Phase II of the Colorado Blvd. Reconstruction Project. Bob Bowland seconded and the motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.

Tracy Stokes moved to approve Amendment #3 to Task Order #2 for survey and geotechnical engineering for Phase III design of the Colorado Blvd. Reconstruction Program for the total estimated cost of $82,014.04. Denise Deese seconded and the motion and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

Jason Siegel moved to approve the revised job description for Community Development Planner, formerly Community Development Director as approved in the City of Idaho Springs Compensation Plan. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.

City Clerk
City Clerk Diane Breece gave her staff report with no request(s) for action.

Police Department
Chris Malanka gave staff his staff reports with four request(s) for action. Jason Siegel moved to approve a pay increase for Mike Sawyer of .35/hr. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a 6-1 vote with John Curtis voting no.

Mike Hillman moved instruct the City Administrator to draft an ordinance amending the speed limit on Miner St. to 15 mph. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.  

Public Works Department
John Bordoni gave his staff report with no request(s) for action.  

Water/Wastewater
Dan Wolf gave his staff report with two request(s) for action. Tracy Stokes moved to approve $15,000 to JVA for engineering evaluation on activated carbon filters from line item 5472-7310. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

Kate Collier moved to approve contracting clearwell building roof repair to R2 Solutions for $11,050 from line item 5100-5204. John Curtis seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

Committee Reports
Mayor Hillman reported that the Fire Authority has completed departmental evaluations and are in the process of setting priorities within the organization. 

Mayor and Council
The topics for the work session on February 29, 2016 will be: Discussion with HDR regarding Colorado Blvd.

Denise Deese thought that there should be discussion regarding Administrative staff and how the City Administrator should be in charge of more employees than he is currently.
