MINUTES: The February 17, 2016 minutes were approved.

Walt noted on the monthly financial statement that there was a net increase of $15,909 with a positive number for year-to-date of $11,975.  He also reported that he has forwarded all requested information to ColoBank for the processing of the $250,000 bridge loan that AWSD is applying for to start the Donala project.

OPERATOR: 

Potable water system: The District produced 1,206,286 gallons of water and sold 1,144,000 gallons, with a 5.2% loss. All systems are operating and in good repair. In February Anthony performed the 2016 Potable Water Monitor Sampling of organics, inorganics, synthetic organics and volatile organics with nitrate and fluoride. 

Wastewater system: All systems are in good operating condition, and as of February 2016, the lagoons are in compliance.  All samplings were in compliance.


OLD AND NEW BUSINESS:

Ron has temporarily set aside his review of the AWSD regulations and bylaws for any changes and to ensure compliance with the IGA due to the attention that is needed for the upcoming May 2016 election. 


Shallow wells easements on McCollom property: Paul has left messages for Tari McCollom but has not yet received a response from her.  




Disclosure of board member conflict of interest: There were no conflicts.

Howard Crites a Pleasant View resident was present at the meeting. He wanted to know if it was possible him to hook up to the new wastewater system and what the approximate costs would be. Dave Frisch and Anthony will be getting Howard the information so he can decide if he wants to stay on his septic system or switch.

Wastewater Project: Dave presented to the Board an updated implementation schedule. He reported that the project is on schedule at this time. The submittal of the EMIA (Energy Mineral and Impact Assistance) grant was discussed as well as recommendations on what may increase our chances of being chosen to receive the grant money. Dave will continue to research different grants that AWSD may qualify for as well as following through with the grants that AWSD has already applied for.
 
May 2016 election
Anthony has installed a large locking mailbox at 1755 Spring Valley Dr for the mailed ballots. 
The ballot has been certified by the Designated Election Official (DEO) and the Mail Ballot Plan has been filed at the District office.
The requirement for the office to be open April 1 through May 3 is still to be addressed by the Board. Details of the covering of these hours are still to be worked out.
The Board approved the hiring of 3 election judges and would pay them $15.00 per hour for their services. Ron will train them so all duties of the judges will be followed.
One more person is needed to be on the Canvass Board for the election. Walt may know a person that will be willing to perform this duty.
Ron will continue to cross reference all District voters and property owners to ensure all eligible voters receive their ballots.
After discussion it was agreed that the Election Judges will be housed in a resident’s home (separate room or apartment-resident not a candidate or director) when it is necessary for them to perform their election duties.

Ron was informed that the District was not awarded a microgrant from the Statewide Internet Portal Authority.
