


IDAHO SPRINGS CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
March 28, 2016
 

The City Council of the City of Idaho Springs held a regular meeting on March 28, 2016 in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  Mayor Mike Hillman called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Answering the roll were: Mike Hillman, Denise Deese, Bob Bowland, Tracy Stokes, Kate Collier, John Curtis and Jason Siegel.  Also present was City Clerk Diane Breece, City Administrator Andrew Marsh, Police Chief Chris Malanka, Public Works Superintendent John Bordoni, and  Water Wastewater Superintendent Dan Wolf. 

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present.

Agenda Approval
Kate Collier moved to approve the agenda of March 28, 2016. Denise Deese seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.

Conflict of Interest
Bob Bowland excused himself from voting on the matter for the credit for sewer usage for Argo Holdings, LLC.

Approval of Minutes
Kate Collier moved to approve the minutes for March 14, 2016. Jason Siegel seconded and the motion carried by unanimous voice vote. 

Approval of Bills
Kate Collier moved to approve bills to March 28, 2016.  Denise Deese seconded and the motion carried by unanimous roll call vote. 

Unscheduled Public Comment
There were no unscheduled public comments.

Public Comment
Mary Jane Loevlie spoke on behalf of Argo Holdings, LLC to plead for relief from the sewer bill for the property at 2350 Riverside Drive. A pipe broke which caused the high sewer usage, but it can be shown that the water did not go to the sewer system. The relief being requested was for the sewer billed in March for water used during the months of December and January. 

Kate Collier moved to approve credit for sewer usage for Argo Holdings, LLC in the amount of $656. Jason Siegel seconded and the motion carried by unanimous roll call vote

Liquor Licensing Authority
Mayor Hillman opened the public hearing at 7:15 p.m.
The City Clerk submitted her Clerk’s report regarding the application submitted by The Squatch Store, dba The Squatch Store for a new “3.2 Beer Off-Premise License.”
Police Chief had no objections.
Edward Smith was sworn in. He provided testimony and informed the authority that he is requesting their approval for a new “3.2 Beer Off Premise License” to allow them to sell 3.2 beer and other 3.2 beverages from their gas station/convenience store.

Jason Siegel moved to approve the application for a 3.2 Beer Off-Premise liquor license for The Squatch Store for the premise located at 2195 East Idaho Springs Rd, Idaho Springs, Colorado for the reasons stated in the Clerk’s report. Denise Deese seconded the vote and the motion carried by unanimous roll call vote.

The City Clerk submitted her Clerk’s report regarding the application submitted by Habanero Hospitality, LLC, dba MTN Prime for a new “Hotel and Restaurant Liquor License.”

Chuck Holcomb was sworn in. He provided testimony and informed the authority that he is requesting their approval for a new “Hotel and Restaurant Liquor License” to allow them to sell alcohol at their restaurant. 
Kate Collier moved to approve the application for a Hotel and Restaurant liquor license for the premise located at 1600 Miner Street, Idaho Springs, Colorado for the reasons addressed in the Clerk’s report. Jason Siegel seconded and the motion passed by unanimous roll call vote.
