MINUTES: The March 16, 2016 minutes were approved.

Walt noted on the monthly financial statement that there was a net decrease of -$19,677.69 with a negative number for year-to-date of -$7,702.35.  He also reported that he transferred $50,000 to the checking account to cover the engineering expenses submitted by GMS.

OPERATOR: 

Potable water system: The District produced 1,548,100 gallons of water and sold 1,418,755 gallons, with an 8.0% loss. The loss was slightly higher than normal due to the leak on Tari Drive. All systems are operating and in good repair.

Wastewater system: All systems are in good operating condition, and as of March 2016, the lagoons are in compliance.  


OLD AND NEW BUSINESS:

Ron has temporarily set aside his review of the AWSD regulations and bylaws for any changes and to ensure compliance with the IGA due to the attention that is needed for the upcoming May 2016 election. 


Shallow wells easements on McCollom property: Tari McCollom submitted a bill for her legal fees of $312.50. The Board agreed to reimburse her after she signs the easement document which has not been executed as of this date. Paul will continue to try to contact Tari McCollom concerning this matter. This issue will remain on hold.



Disclosure of board member conflict of interest: There were no conflicts.

Emergency Notices:  In the event of a water emergency, such as the incident that happened in mid-April on Tari Drive, a notice will be immediately posted on the AWSD web site. A detailed message will be recorded on the AWSD answering machine and an alert will be posted on the Pleasant View Estates Facebook page. This will get the information out to the residents faster and cut down on the phone calls that Anthony receives when he is trying to alleviate the problem.

Wastewater Project: Dave reported that the interim loan from ColoBank should be approved by the next meeting. This loan will be used to cover expenses connected with the waste water project until final funding (grants and permanent bank loan) will be obtained at the end of the project. Dave will continue to research different grants that AWSD may qualify for as well as following through with the grants that AWSD has already applied for.

A motion was passed authorizing the AWSD President to sign the Standard Form of Agreement between the Academy Water and Sanitation District and Meyer and Sams, Inc. dba GMS, Inc. Consulting Engineers. All pages were signed and/or initialed.
 
May 2016 election
On April 13 Ron sent out 35 more ballots to newly registered voters. Ron will continue to cross reference all District voters and property owners to ensure all eligible voters receive their ballots.

All election judges and Canvas Board people have been hired and will receive their training by Ron.

Arrangements have been made to keep the office open on May 3 from 7am to 7pm as required.
