On March 25, 2020, Governor Polis issued Executive Order D 2020-017, “Ordering
Coloradans to Stay at Home Due to the Presence of COVID-19 in the State” and the
Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) issued Amended
Public Health Order 20-24, “Implementing Stay at Home Order Requirements.”
Subsequently, on March 27, 2020 the Colorado Department of Health and
Environment issued a Second Updated Public Health Order 20-24.

In light of the above referenced orders, the Colorado Motor Vehicle Dealer Board will
consider the promulgation of two emergency rules/regulations in accordance with
section 24-4-103(6)(a), C.R.S., that would permit motor vehicle dealers, used motor
vehicle dealers, powersports vehicle dealers and used powersports vehicle dealers to
continue retail sales transactions to the citizens of Colorado during the pendency of
the COVID-19 emergency.
