


IDAHO SPRINGS CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
May 09, 2016
 

The City Council of the City of Idaho Springs held a regular meeting on Monday, May 09, 2016 in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  Mayor Michael Hillman called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Answering the roll was: Michael Hillman, Tracy Stokes, Jason Siegel, John Curtis, Denise Deese and Kate Collier. Bob Bowland was not present. Also present were City Clerk Diane Breece, City Administrator Andrew Marsh, Public Works Superintendent John Bordoni, Water/Wastewater Superintendent Dan Wolf, Police Chief Chris Malanka. Treasurer John Young and City Attorney Carmen Beery were not in attendance.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present.

Agenda Approval
Kate Collier moved to approve the agenda of May 09, 2016 with the addition of Resolution #11, Series 2016 and Ordinance #3, Series 2016. Jason Siegel seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Minutes
Kate Collier moved to approve the minutes for April 25, 2016. John Curtis seconded and the motion carried by unanimous voice vote. 

Approval of Bills
Kate Collier moved to approve bills to May 09, 2016. Jason Siegel seconded and the motion carried by unanimous roll call vote. 

Conflict of Interest
There were no conflicts of interest.

Unscheduled Public Comment
Phyllis Adams was present to address Council and to ask for their participation in the parade that will be the kick-off for the annual summer BBQ at Citizens Park.

Mary Jane Loevlie was in attendance as well to remind Council of the fundraiser at the Argo for KYGT on May 21, 2016 from 5pm-8pm. She also spoke about a statewide initiative for surrounding communities to take part in “National Heritage Areas’, a program for areas designated by Congress where natural, cultural, and historic resources combine to form a cohesive, nationally important landscape.  

Public Comment
There was no scheduled public comment.

Resolutions
Jason Siegel moved to approve Resolution #11, Series 2016: A resolution approving the grant agreement between the City of Idaho Springs and the State Board of the Great Outdoors Colorado Trust Fund, concerning the Idaho Springs segment of the Clear Creek Greenway. Tracy Stokes seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.




Ordinance First Reading
Tracy Stokes moved to approve Ordinance #3, Series 2016; An ordinance approving the lease of a portion of City-owned real property at 103 14th Street to Colorado Outdoor, Inc. dba Mile High Outdoor, under the assignment of a lease agreement for the same. Kate Collier seconded and the motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

City Administrator
Andrew Marsh gave his staff report with five request(s) for action.  Jason Siegel moved to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign a grant agreement with the State Board of the Great Outdoors Colorado Trust Fund in the amount of $150,000  with a $5,000 City match for the Clear Creek Greenway; Idaho Springs segment. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.

Kate Collier moved to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign an assignment of lease agreement for a site lease with Colorado Outdoor, Inc., dba Mile High Outdoor with an annual rent of $2,250 for an off-premise advertising billboard sign use on city of Idaho Springs property at 103 14th Ave. Tracy Stokes seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

Jason Siegel moved to approve a proposal from Munchiando Excavating Inc., in the amount of $59,460 for the demolition of five structures in the City of Idaho Springs Block 29 to create additional public parking space and authorizing the Mayor to sign the agreement. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a 5-1 vote with Denise Deese voting no.

John Curtis moved to approve proposal from THK Associates, Inc. in the amount of $74,543 for an Exit 240 Economic Hub Feasibility Study and authorizing the Mayor to sign the proposal. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

Jason Siegel moved to approve a job offer for Alan Tiefenbach at $25 per hour for the full time position of Community Development Planner. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.   

City Clerk
City Clerk Diane Breece gave her staff report with no request(s) for action.

Police Department
Chris Malanka gave staff his staff reports with no request(s) for action. Ryan Frost was sworn in as Police Officer.

Public Works Department
John Bordoni gave his staff report with no request(s) for action.  

Water/Wastewater
Dan Wolf gave his staff report with no request(s) for action. 

Committee Reports
Denise Deese reported that the Library is still struggling in their efforts with a landscaping plan.

Mayor and Council
Kate Collier discussed the possibility of making the street behind the Elk’s Club a two way street. Mayor Hillman said that it would require a change to the traffic plan.

Mayor Hillman wanted to clarify the article in the Clear Creek Courant regarding the parking structure. The role of CDOT is just a partnering effort and they would be committed to bringing a bustang stop if the parking structure/transit station becomes a reality.

The Mayor also discussed with Council the Health Services District is obtaining petition signatures to get the matter on the November ballot.

There were no items discussed at this time for the work session.
