


IDAHO SPRINGS CITY COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
May 23, 2016
 

The City Council of the City of Idaho Springs held a regular meeting on Monday, May 23, 2016 in the Council Chambers at City Hall.  Mayor Michael Hillman called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Answering the roll was: Bob Bowland Tracy Stokes, Jason Siegel, John Curtis and Kate Collier. Mike Hillman and Denise Deese were not present. Also present were City Clerk Diane Breece, City Administrator Andrew Marsh, Public Works Superintendent John Bordoni, Water/Wastewater Superintendent Dan Wolf, Police Chief Chris Malanka. Treasurer John Young and City Attorney Carmen Beery were not in attendance.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present.

Agenda Approval
Kate Collier moved to approve the agenda of May 23, 2016. Tracy Stokes seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Minutes
Jason Siegel moved to approve the minutes for May 09, 2016. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by unanimous voice vote. 

Approval of Bills
Tracy Stokes moved to approve bills to May 23, 2016. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by unanimous voice vote. 

Conflict of Interest
There were no conflicts of interest.

Unscheduled Public Comment
Donna Kline from Clear Creek County Human Services was present to thank Council for the contribution to the Mayors and Commissioners Youth Award Program.

Nicolena Johnson was present as a citizen of Clear Creek County to speak in support of the Health Services District and the petitioning that is occurring in the County to get this matter on the ballot. She stated that there are wide misconceptions that this is just a “clinic”, but states that given the ever increasing demand for EMS services, the County anticipates that soon it will not be able to afford to maintain ambulance services. The lack of access to a health clinic has made Clear Creek EMS, the County's ambulance services provider. With the expected closing of the Henderson Mine, the Clear Creek County budget is predicted to experience a sharp decline in revenue. Currently, the County is responsible for maintaining ambulance services and should EMS services be forced to cease, the closest ambulance in 30 miles away in Blackhawk. She encouraged Council to attend the Town Hall meeting at City Hall on June 1, 2016 and on June 2, 2016 at BOCC. Both meetings begin at 5:30 p.m.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dennis Gimbel from 704 Colorado Blvd. was present to address Council on his concerns about the increased amount of people that speed through the City starting on his end of town on Colorado Blvd. and continuing through the east end of town. The Council and Police Chief recognized that this is a problem and several resolutions to the issue are being looked at.

Jason Siegel moved to approve Resolution #12, Series 2016: A resolution adopting an amendment to the Idaho Springs Police Department policy manual concerning take-home vehicles. Kate Collier seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.

Kate Collier moved to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign task order 2 for $3,215.20 for the remobilization of geotechnical subconsultant, Yeh & Associates for the Colorado Blvd Reconstruction Project. John Curtis seconded and the motion carried by a 3-2 vote with John Curtis and Jason Siegel voting no.

Kate Collier moved to approve installation of US Forest Service signs on the Visitors Center building at 2060 Miner St. after all necessary permits are obtained from City Hall. Jason Siegel seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous voice vote.

Chris Malanka gave staff his staff reports with one request(s) for action. Jason Siegel moved to approve payment of $45,201 for receipt of the City’s new 2016 Ford Explorer Interceptor. Tracy Stokes seconded and the motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
