This matter comes before the Executive Director of the Colorado Department of Public Health &
Envitonment on petition by the Water Quality Control Division for a civil penalty against Shingles 4
Recycling, LLC (“S4R”). The Executive Director, through his designee (hereinafter the “Executive
Director™), having considered this petition, makes the following findings and issues the following Order
for Civil Penalty in accordance with §25-8-608, C.R.S., and 5 CCR 1002-21, §21.12.

GENERAL FINDINGS

1. Pursuant to §25-8-608(1), C.R.S., any person who violates the Colorado Water Quality Control Act
(the “Act™), or any permit issued under the Act, shall be subject to a civil penalty of not more than ten
thousand dollars per day for each day during which such violation occurs.

2. On June 8, 2011, the Division issued S4R a Notice of Violation / Cease and Desist Order (the
“NOV/CDQO™) which included findings that S4R violated a permit issued under the Act. A copy of
the NOV/CDO is attached hereto as Exhibit A and is incorporated herein by reference.

3. Pursuant to §25-8-603, C.R.S. and 5 CCR 1002, §21.11, S4R was required to submit an answer to
each alleged violation contained in the NOV/CDO and was allowed thirty (30) calendar days to file a
request for a public hearing to determine the validity of the NOV/CDO. As further outlined in the
NOV/CDO, absent a request for a hearing, the validity of the factual allegations and the NOV/CDO
shall be deemed established in any subsequent Department proceeding.

4. The Division did not receive an answer to the NOV/CDO or a request for a hearing from S4R within
the thirty (30) day period.

5. S4R’s forfeiture of a hearing request constitutes a waiver of its right to a hearing, including a waiver
of its right to contest the findings and conclusions set forth in the NOV/CDO. Since S4R has so
waived its right to contest those findings and conclusions, the Director hereby accepts those findings
and conclusions as true and enters the following order.

ORDER FOR CIVIL PENALTY

6. Based upon the facts described in the NOV/CDO, the Executive Director has determined that a civil
penalty is appropriate and warranted in this matter. Therefore, the Executive Director hereby imposes a
civil penalty in the amount of Fifty Four Thousand Eight Hundred and Nineteen Dollars ($54,819.00)
against S4R for the violations cited in the NOV/CDO. The civil penalty was determined in accordance
with the procedures outlined in the Division’s Stormwater Civil Penalty Policy (January 25, 2007). A
copy of the civil penalty calculation is attached hereto as Exhibit B and is incorporated herein by
reference. The civil penalty shall be paid within thirty (30) calendar days of the date of this Order for
Civil Penalty.

i. It was noted during the inspection that fnadequate BMPs were implemented at Facility #1
1o manage stormwater runoff from the shingles poilutant sources at the facility. Rock sock
and dirt berm BMPs were implementeq as perimeter control BMPs for the asphalt shingles
poliutant sources along the north and property boundaries. However, the rock socks
and dirt berm were not installed accorfling to good engineering practices

ii. It wasnoted during the inspection that no BMPs were implemented to manage stormwater
runoff from the shingle pollutant sobrce along the western perimeter of Facility #1.
Stormwater run-off from the shingles [at this location discharges off-site, and flows to a
drop inlet on the adjacent property.

b. During the May 11, 2011 inspection of Facility #2, the Inspector observed that S4R failed to
implement and/or maintain functional BMPs as follows:

i. It was noted during the inspection of Facility #2 that shingle pollutant sources were
observed from the eastern perimeter ofithe property, and no BMPs to control this poliutant
source were observed. In addition, shingle pollutant sources were observed from the
western perimeter of the property, and no BMPs to control this pollutant source were
observed.

14, S4R’s failure to implement and maintain functiongi BMPs to protect stormwater quality from the
industrial activities at the Facilities constitutes violations of Part I B. 2. ¢. 2) and Part L B. 2. c. 3) of the
Permit.

15. Pursuant to Part I. C. 5. of the Permit, S4R. is required to make a comprehensive inspection of their
stormwater management system, at least once per year. This comprehensive inspection must be
documented and summarized in the Annual Report (s¢e Part LE.1 of the permit). Qualified personnel are
those who possess the knowledge and skills to assess conditions and activities that could impact
stormwater quality at the facility, and who can also eyaluate the effectiveness of BMPs selected.

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16. Pursuant to PartI. C. 5. of the Permit, Comprehensive; Facility Inspections shall include, at a miniooum,

the following iterns:

a.  Material handling and processing areas, disturbed areas, areas used for material storage that are

exposed to precipitation, and other potential sources of pollution identified in the SWMP be

inspected for evidence of, or the potential for, pollutants entering the drainage system. Structural

stormwater management measures, sediment and control measures, and other structural polhation

prevention measures identified in the plan shall be observed to ensure that they are operating

correctly. A visual inspection of equipment needed to implement the plan, such as spill response
equipment, shall be made 1o confirm that it is readily available and in proper working order.

b.  Any repairs or maintenance needs identified by the inspection shall be completed immediately.
Based on the results of the inspection, if revisigns to the description of potential polhrtant sources
and pollution prevention measures identified in the plan are needed, the plan shall be revised as
appropriate, and shall provide for implementatjon of any changes to the plan in a timely manner.

¢.  Areport summarizing the scope of the inspection, personnel making the inspection, the date(s) of
the inspection, significant observations relating to the implementation of the SWMP, and actions
taken in accordance with paragraph (2), above, shall be made and retained for at least three years
after the date of the inspection. Significant observations include such things as the locations of
discharges of pollutants from the site; locations of previously unidentified sources of pollutants;
locations of BMPs needing maintenance or repair; locations of failed BMPs that need replacement;

and locations where additional BMPs are needgd The:eportmnstalsodocmnentanymdenm of
noencompliance observed.

17. During the May 11, 2011 inspection of Facility #1, the Division determined that S4R failed to conduct
Comprehensive Facility Inspections as required by the stormwater discharge permit. Specifically, the
permittee pmmdedthemws:onmspectormthm ivities log for the period from 10/7/2010 through
5/11/2011. The log primarily summarizes activities associated with BMP implementation and
maintenance; however, it does not meet the requirements for a Comprehensive Facility Inspection.

18. S4R’s failure to conduct Comprehensive Facility Inspertions at the Facilities constitutes a violation of Part
I. C. 5. of the Permit.

19. Pursuant to Part I. D. 1. b. of the Permit, S4R is required to sample stormwater discharges from the
Facilities at least once per year and analyze that sample for the following parameters:

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During the May 11, 2011 inispéction of the facilities, the Division determined that S4R failed to monitor
stormwater discharges from both Facility #1 and #2| as required by the stormwater dischatge permit.
Specifically, the permittee did not collect an annual stormwater sample for the October 1, 2009 through
September 30, 2010 period from either Facility.

S4R’s failure to monitor stormwater discharges at the Facilities constitutes a violation of Part L. D. 1. b. of
the Permit.

Deficient Stormwater Management Plan (SWMP): S4R obtained permit coverage on May 24, 2010
for Facility #1 and on July 26, 2010 for the 5050 York Street facility (“Facility #2™), at which time it
had certified that a complete SWMP had been developed for both facilities. The Division reviewed
facility #1°s SWMP during an inspection on May 11, 2011 and reviewed Facility #2°s SWMP during
January 2011 and identified that they were both deficient. At a minimum, the Division believes
Facility #1°s SWMP was deficient from May 24, 2010 through at least May 11, 2011 — a period of 353
days. Additionally, the Division believes Facility #2’s SWMP was deficient from July 26, 2010
through at least May 11, 201} — a period of 290 days. Since the days of violation of Facility #2’s
SWMP coincides over the same period of time as Facility #1’s SWMP the Division is conservatively
utilizing 353 days of violation for this penalty calculation. (For the purpose of this base penalty
calculation, the violation date range spans from May 24, 2010 through May 11, 2011.)

Stormwater Penalty Computation Worksheet
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S4R delayed the cost of developing complete and accurate SWMPs for both facilities and avoided the
cost of revising and updating its SWMPs over a period of at least 353 days. The Division noted during
a review of S4R’s SWMPs that they were deficient and should have been updated at least once. The
Division conservatively estimates the cost of evaluating, revising and updating a SWMP for facilities of
this size, including consulting and reprinting fees, to be $750. Therefore, the Division has
conservatively determined that S4R. realized an economic benefit of $1,500 from its SWMP violations.

S4R avoided the cost of implementing and maintaining BMPs at the project. The Division
conservatively estimates the cost of implementing a typical BMP to be $1000 and the cost of
maintaining a BMP throughout its use to be $500. As documented in the NOV/CDOQ, S4R failed to
implement at least 3 BMPs at the project and failed to maintain at least 1 other. Therefore, the Division
has conservatively determined that S4R realized an economic benefit of $3,500.00 from the avoided
costs of not implementing and maintaining BMPs at the site.

S4R aveided the costs of conducting a Comprehensive Facility Inspection at each Facility, collecting
annual stormwater discharge samples, and the submittal of the associated Annual Reports. S4R should
have performed a Comprehensive Facility Inspections at the facilities. The Division conservatively
estimates that it would take 2 man-hours to thoroughly inspect facilities of this size. (2 man-hours X
$25/Mhour X 2 mspections = $100). Additionally, the Division estimates the cost of management review
and implementation of corrective actions to be $100 for each inspection event. ($100 X 2 inspections =
$200). S4R was required to collect a stormwater sample at each facility for the analysis of Oil and
Grease, Chemical Oxygen Demand, Total Suspended Solids, Total Iron, Total Aluminum, Total
Copper, Total Lead, and Total Zinc. Based on the Division’s laboratory fee chart, S4R realized an
economic benefit of $388 for not collecting two annual stormwater samples. S4R should have prepared
and submitted to the Division an Annual Report for each facility. The Division conservatively
estimates the cost of producing an Annual report for facilities of this size, including consulting and
reprinting fees, to be $250. ($250 X 2 reports = $500). Therefore, for the purpose of settlement, the
Division has conservatively determined the economic benefit to be $1,188.
