
Amend Rule 13 as follows:
 
B.    A case management conference shall be held at the request of either party or at the discretion of the administrative law judge.  The party requesting the case management order shall prepare a proposed case management order in a format similar to Attachment (#) to the rules to be filed no later than three (3) days before the case management conference.  In the event that the administrative law judge initiates the case management conference, the parties shall confer to provide a proposed case management order to be filed no later than three (3) days before the case management conference or in such time as ordered by the administrative law judge.  In preparation of the case management order, the lead counsel for each party shall confer as necessary upon the following matters: informal disclosure of documents, witnesses and other information; discovery issues; the date by which prehearing statements must be filed; the timing of lay and expert witness endorsements; alternative dispute resolution; the date for the completion of discovery; the date by which substantive motions shall be filed; the length of the hearing; the need for a prehearing conference to control the course of the hearing; and any other matters which will promote an efficient and fair resolution of the case.  The parties shall set forth in the case management order the matters which are agreed upon between the parties and the matters which remain in dispute to be addressed by the judge at the case management conference.

C.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Rule 13 B, Prehearing conferences may be held on the request of either party or upon motion of the administrative law judge, at which the course of trial shall be determined.  If a prehearing conference is held and prehearing Order entered, that Order shall control the course of the hearing.
