Public Hearing called to order at 7:21 p.m. 

Mayor McClung asked if the applicant was present and if there was proof of publication, certified mailings, and notice to property owners.
Deputy Town Clerk Cordova stated “yes” to all.  
Mayor McClung asked if there were any Board of Trustees disclosures of any personal interest in the subject. There were none.  

Town Manager McArthur went through his staff report and checklist to ascertain that all requirements were met during the application process. Town Manager McArthur introduced the parties representing Good Day, LLC: Kimberly Burke, Stevie Bell, and Christopher Burke. 

Kimberly Burke, 42352 Mongulch Rd, Crawford CO
Kimberly Burke gave her presentation on: intended product, intended location, Mission Statement, proposed hours of operation, security information, outside design of locale, estimated traffic, proposed target, and her background. 

Stevie Bell, 98 Dogwood Ln, Parachute CO
Stevie echoed Kim’s presentation and added many of the medical properties of Cannabis. Stated that their edibles would be made with no preservatives, no GMOs, no sugars, gluten free, and were catered to diabetics and those who wanted a cleaner option. 

Kimberly Burke ended her presentation by respectfully requesting the Board to grant a license to Good Day, LLC DBA Elevated Edibles. 

Mayor McClung realized he skipped a step and did not swear in the representing parties. He swore them in with the exchange of “testimony you have offered is the truth” for “testimony you will offer”.

Michael Burke, 42352 Mongulch Rd, Crawford CO
Michael gave his background in the military and pointed out the similarities in the tracking of military equipment to the “seed to sell” process of Marijuana. 

Town Manager McArthur stated for the record that Staff recommends approval of license. 

There was a discussion regarding the potential of a conflict of interest with Trustee Rugaard.

Mayor McClung asked if Trustee Ruggard stood to gain any extra personal financial gain from this project. 
Trustee Ruggard answered no, he only answered some questions for the contractor. 
Mayor McClung stated that in order to comply with the charter, he believes there should be a motion and a vote.
