
PILE PRESCRIBED FIRE SMOKE PERMIT APPLICATION

Complete all the yellow boxes.  Review all the green boxes and change anything that isn’t accurate or that you propose to do differently.  Your signature or submission by email affirms that all of the application is accurate.  APCD staff will fill in the white boxes if you want.  

This color-coded and partly-completed form is designed for logging piles on private land.  By changing more text in white and possibly green boxes, it may be used for any piles.  An uncolored blank version of this form, APCD’s standard pile smoke management permit application, also is available.

The Colorado Pile Smoke Worksheet defines terms.  
Detailed instructions for this form are available, including guidance for some atypical situations.  You probably won’t need them, however.
Unless you are burning on federal public land, check with the local fire department about whether a fire control permit is needed in addition to this air quality (smoke) permit.

	Smoke Contingency:
If unhealthful or excessive smoke impacts develop, implement the smoke contingency plan you describe below.  If the smoke contingency plan does not mitigate smoke impacts by sunset of the next day, additional smoke mitigation measures will be developed in collaboration with APCD.  If agreement on a collaborative plan cannot be reached and the plan implemented, APCD may rescind this permit immediately.
· Advise APCD within 2 hours.  See permit conditions for phone numbers.  AND

	· hand piles:  Extinguish as quickly as feasible using hand tools and snow on site.

	· grapple or rake piles:  Facilitate faster combustion and/or extinguishment of piled slash as soon as piles’ heat allows.  Unless piles are extinguished before sunset, also advise all neighbors within a mile downdrainage that overnight smoke is likely.

	· blade piles:  Maintain heavy equipment nearby that could be staffed and in use at the pile site within half an hour.  Facilitate faster combustion and/or extinguishment of piled slash using heavy equipment.  Unless piles are extinguished before sunset, also advise all neighbors within a mile downdrainage that overnight smoke is likely.
