April 6, 2016 Wednesday 7:00 PM 
Meeting Minutes
Meeting is call to order 7:00pm by Mayor Susie Steckel
Pledge of Allegiance recited

Roll Call, all council members present
Approval of the minutes from February meetings Wanda Gofforth makes motion to approve minutes and Hetty Todd 2nd the motion.  All in Favor

Approve payment of bills Gill Saunders makes motion to pay bills with the exception of ASAP Construction. Larry Kontour 2nds the motion. All in Favor

Public Non Agenda items:

Friends of the Crawford Town Hall (Susan Hansen, Susan Ayer, Shirley Cotton, Cathy Cheatam) came to thank Mayor Susie Steckel and the council for all the hard work that they did to make the restoration of the Crawford Town Hall Building possible. 
Susan Hansen stated that it would not have been possible without the help of Town Council and Mayor Susie Steckel. 

#1 on Agenda:  Open Bids for Cedar St. Sewer replacement
Bruce Bair explains that we will not award the bid tonight, but the contractor with the lowest bid, that is in good standing with the town and has proof of Insurance and most qualified will win the bid.  But council members will read the bids and the decision will be made by council.  

Ist bid Peterson Excavation Cedaredge, CO $31000.00 Lump sum

2nd Bid Tribble and Sons Hotchkiss CO $5575.

3rd Bid Sickles Construction Crawford CO  $13793.

4th Bid Sand Mountain Enterprises $17988.

Next step will be to check bid specs and make sure that the contractor has the ability to successfully award bid.

Larry Kontour states that there is now way that Tribble and Sons can do this bid for that amount.  He states that lowest bid isn’t always the best.  Cally Gallegos said that they are very reputable and that if they can’t do it for that amount then they lose not the town. 
#2 on Agenda;  Approval of Rental Contract

Cally explains changes in Rental agreement(see Attached)  Larry Kontour suggest that we change the wording on the contract that says the town office is open Tuesday – Thursday.  Cally Gallegos says she will make changes.  We discussed that the town needs to check into liability on the rental of the building if alcohol is being served.  Cally Gallegos explains that we they rented the pavilion was rented for a wedding that the Pavilion in Montrose made her get a liability  policy for that night to cover any damages.  The Renter was responsible for getting the insurance.  Cally will check into that with DC Hawkins.  She will report back to the council at the next meeting.  

Hetty Todd inquired about how many chairs are available and if we need more.  Bruce Bair states that we have 65 chairs and that we could use more.  Larry Kontour ask how many tables can we set up in the community room.  Was said 18 – 20.   Mike Tiediman made a motion to Approve the Rental contract after the correction has been made.  Cameron Clark 2nd the motion.  All in favor
#3  Liz from Needlerock Realty requesting a variance at 364 Greenwood, 
Residence at 364 Greenwood are leasing with the option to by at 364 Greenwood and they would like to expand the carport on the greenwood street side of the home.  It will still be 5 to 6’ from the road.  The extension will blend with the existing carport.  There is already parking in that area and it will not interfer with neighbors or town.  Mike Tiediman makes motion to approve variance and Cameron Clark 2nds the motion.  All in favor.  
Liz turned in a water and sewer application TBD Elm Ave across from the cemetary, for Pam Porter who will be building a home on the property.  Gill Saunders make a motion to sell the water and sewer tap to Pam.  Wanda Gofforth 2nd the motion.  All in favor.
Non- Agenda Items
Staff Reports:
Bruce reports that he reparaired the water valve so town will not need new one.  Bruce would like for Cally Gallegos to try to work on moving the Capital improvement funds to a separate account so that the funds are only used the projects that they are allotted for.  Cally will do that.

Wanda Gofforth makes a motion that we will set up an account for those funds.  Larry Kontour 2nds the motion All in favor.
Bruce has found a bench for the Gabby George memorial see included bench document.  Then suggested that we get a plaque made for the bench.  Mike Tiediman suggested that we do a granite memorial plaque he will get Bruce the information.  Bruce will check with Gabby’s wife to see what she would like put on the plaque.  The Council had already approved the purchase and told to move ahead with the project.  

Bruce reported he has been doing a lot of water testing and that they are annual tests that are required by the state.  No results have been received.  

Water pressure has dropped a little, but it does this every year and then goes back up to normal.   They are doing a lot of valve and hydrant service.  

TDS has been billed for the sewer project on I street where they had bore a line in our main sewer line.  Southwest systems has been paid by the town and then TDS will pay the town.  The bill has been approved to pay by TDS.

Bruce also attended the Gunnison Water round table meeting.  Thought it was very informative and the council thought that it was real important for Bruce to attend those. 

Wanda Gofforth reported that we received a bill from the Delta Housing Authorities for $250 for 2 properties in the town to be repaired.  This was something that we had allowed for in the budget.

Next Delta Housing Authority meeting is April 19th. 

Hetty Todd reported that the owner of the Mad Dog ask if the town would have a problem with a band playing outside of the restaurant.  Hetty reported that he said that it would be 7pm -9pm and Hetty didn’t think that would be a problem.  If it becomes a problem then we will address it.

Cally Gallegos ask the council if we should get the carbonite cloud for the back up on our computer.  This is a backup that is off site so if we had a fire or theft the town would not lose anything from there system.  They council agreed that would be the best thing to do.  Cally will have Business solutions add it to the monthly maintenance that we have with business Solutions. 

Susie Steckel would like to see the town increase the water and sewer rate by .50 each raising your water and sewer bill by a $1.00.  Wanda Gofforth makes a motion that we raise the water and sewer rate by $1.00 and then the council needs to revisit this issue each year. Larry Kontour 2nds the motion.  All in Favor

We will have to publish a notice of Public hearing for this.
Susie would also like to be in charge of the project of repairing the concrete retaining wall in front of the play ground.  After the concrete is repaired she would like to have a Muriel painted on the wall.  Hetty Todd made a motion that Susie Steckel be in charge of this project. Mike Tiediman 2nd the motion.  All in Favor
