ASSISTANCEELIGIBILITY FORADULTSANDOTHERMETHODSTO
ELIMINATE GAPSIN HEALTH CARE COVERAGE.

Colorado Health Insurance Exchange Oversight Committee.
The bill directs the department of hedth care policy and financing
(department) to apply to the secretary of the federal department of health
and human servicesfor all waivers necessary to allow the state to use the
same methodol ogy for determining income for purposes of eligibility in
the state's medicaid program and for the federal advance payment tax
credit available under thefederal " Patient Protection and Affordable Care
Act".

The department is to engage stakeholders to assist in developing
the waivers and is to submit the waivers by January 1, 2017. If the
waivers are not granted, the department is precluded from implementing
the changes requested under the waivers.

The department isalso required to study the potential benefits and
costsof implementing continuouseligibility for adult medicaid recipients
who experience fluctuations in income that would otherwise result in
medicaid ineligibility.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Sate of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, add 25.5-4-504 as
follows:

25.5-4-504. Waivers for aligning medical assistance with
certain provisions of other health care laws - study of methods to
reducediscontinuity in cover age-repeal. (1) THESTATEDEPARTMENT,
WITH THE ASSISTANCE OF ANY OTHER STATE DEPARTMENTS OR AGENCIES
THAT MAY BE IMPACTED, SHALL APPLY TO THE SECRETARY OF THE
DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES FOR ALL WAIVERS
NECESSARY TO SECURE FEDERAL FINANCIAL PARTICIPATION TOALLOW THE
STATE TO ALIGN THE METHODS USED FOR ASSESSING INCOME FOR

PURPOSES OF DETERMINING ELIGIBILITY FOR:
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(2) MEDICAL ASSISTANCE PURSUANT TO SECTION 25.5-4-205AND
RULES PROMULGATED PURSUANT TO THAT SECTION; AND

(b) THE ADVANCE PAYMENT TAX CREDIT PERMITTED UNDER
SECTION 1412 OF THE FEDERAL "PATIENT PROTECTION AND AFFORDABLE
CaARE AcT", PuB.L. 111-148, ASAMENDED BY THE "HEALTH CARE AND
EDUCATION RECONCILIATION ACT OF 2010", Pus.L. 111-152.

(2) THE STATE DEPARTMENT SHALL ENGAGE WITH INTERESTED
STAKEHOLDERS, INCLUDING THE COLORADOHEALTH BENEFIT EXCHANGE
ESTABLISHED IN ARTICLE 22 OF TITLE 10, C.R.S., RECIPIENTS AND
ADVOCATESFORRECIPIENTS, COUNTIES, AND PROVIDERS, TODEVELOPTHE
WAIVERS.

(3) THEDEPARTMENT SHALL SUBMIT THE NECESSARY WAIVERSBY
JANUARY 1, 2017. IF THE SECRETARY OF THE FEDERAL DEPARTMENT OF
HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES GRANTS THE WAIVERS REQUESTED
PURSUANT TO THISSECTION, THE STATE DEPARTMENT AND THE COLORADO
HEALTH BENEFIT EXCHANGE SHALL IMPLEMENT THE CHANGES OUTLINED
IN SUBSECTION (1) OF THIS SECTION. |IF THE SECRETARY DENIES THE
WAIVERS, THE STATE DEPARTMENT AND THE COLORADOHEALTH BENEFIT
EXCHANGE SHALL NOT IMPLEMENT THE CHANGES SPECIFIED IN
SUBSECTION (1) OF THIS SECTION.

(4) (Q) INADDITION TO DEVELOPING AND APPLYING FOR WAIVERS
AS DESCRIBED IN SUBSECTION (1) OF THIS SECTION, THE STATE
DEPARTMENT SHALL CONDUCT A STUDY ON THE POTENTIAL BENEFITSAND
COSTS OF IMPLEMENTING CONTINUOUS ELIGIBILITY FOR MEDICAL
ASSISTANCE OVERA TWELVE-MONTH PERIOD FORADULT RECIPIENTSWHO
WOULD OTHERWISE LOSE ELIGIBILITY DUE TOINCOME FLUCTUATIONS. AS

PART OF THESTUDY, THE STATEDEPARTMENT SHALL ALSO CONSIDERAND
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ANALYZE OTHER METHODS FOR REDUCING THE EFFECTS OF INCOME
FLUCTUATIONS ON CONTINUITY OF COVERAGE AND AVOIDING GAPS IN
COVERAGE. THE STATE DEPARTMENT SHALL COMPLETE ITS STUDY AND
REPORTSITSFINDING TO THE JOINT BUDGET COMMITTEE NO LATER THAN
NOVEMBER 1, 2016.

(b) THISSUBSECTION (4) IS REPEALED, EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2017.

SECTION 2. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
