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Pony Express Mini Storage Fire 

 
BRIGHTON, Colo.—On Thursday, April 21 at 2:59 a.m. Brighton Fire Rescue District was 
dispatched to Pony Express Mini Storage located at 180 Bromley Business PKWY after a driver 
reported seeing smoke and flames from I-76. Crews from all five BFRD stations arrived on scene 
to find multiple storage units on fire. Firefighters had to cut into storage units in order to reach 
the fire. It took around 45 minutes put the fire out. No one was injured in the incident. 
 
At least 20 storage units were damaged in the fire. Crews remained on scene Thursday morning 
continuing to overhaul the facility and monitor hot spots. An investigation is underway into the 
cause of the fire. BFRD will release more information on the cause of the fire as it becomes 
available. 
 
Mutual aid agencies covered Brighton Fire’s district while all BFRD crews were on scene of the 
fire. The City of Brighton Streets Department helped move storage items with its equipment.  
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
