RE:	Division of Central Services Rules  1 CCR 103-1

Dear Mr. Platt,

I received your email dated July 31, 2015 concerning three rules the Division of Central Services is in the process of updating.  I sent the proposed rules to individuals within my Department requesting feedback.  I received a response from our Risk Manager who brought forth his concerns.  His concerns can be found below:

In section 4.29 Accident Reporting, it states, “Drivers of state vehicles shall exercise every precaution to prevent damage to the vehicle. The driver of the vehicle is responsible for notifying the following persons immediately, either in person or by telephone, of any accident in which the vehicle is involved: State Fleet Management; employee's official supervisor; and state, county, and local authorities as required by law.  
· Section 1:  The vehicle driver shall record information pertaining to the accident on an accident report form DRM-01 as provided in the SFM Vehicle Packet.”  On the State Risk website, it states that Form DRM-01 has been replaced with the “State of Colorado Vehicle Accident Report” form. 
· Section 3:  This form, as filed by the driver and signed by the supervisor, shall be turned into the State Fleet Management and the Division of Risk Management within 72 hours of the accident.  Our information is, and confirmed by, Risk Management does not want the form sent to them.
· Section 5:  The driver must file a "State of Colorado Report of Motor Vehicle Accident" (DR-2301) within ten days of an accident if the vehicle was damaged, or the accident resulted in bodily injury or death.  The Department of Revenue’s DRM-2301 Form has not been used for six or seven years.  Instead the State of Colorado Vehicle Accident Report Form is to be used.

I hope this information is useful in the review and update of 1 CCR103-1.  Thank you for soliciting our opinion.
