The statistics presented in this report are based on current Medical Marijuana Registry data. The 
Medical Marijuana Registry’s information changes daily, and thus is subject to frequent reporting 

variation. 
 

 322,655 new patients have applied since the Registry began.  

 The total number of current, active patients is 108,675.  

 10.4% of patients have designated a primary care-giver or medical marijuana center. 

 This month, 250 different physicians have recommended medical marijuana for active patients.
