PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Jim Collins asked Superintendent Ron Clodfelter to lead the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


DISPOSITION OF MINUTES

Councilman Frank Schmeiser moved, Councilman Eloy Salazar seconded to adopt the Minutes of the Regular meeting of March 8, 2016 as presented. On a voice vote, Mayor Jim Collins declared the Motion carried.

CITIZEN PARTICIPATION: Mayor Jim Collins recognized Kathleen Tomlin and Bill Baublits from the Pioneer Historical Society.  Mrs. Tomlin addressed the Councilors about the proposed project at the museum.  Mr. Baublits explained that two bid proposals for the project have been submitted by two electrical companies.  The project includes providing electric to the blacksmith shop, the gazebo and the interior of the School house at an approximate cost of $5,625.00. The planned project will be funded by a partial grant and donations to the museum.  Mrs. Tomlin submitted a request last month for the project cost to the City Councilors.
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After discussion by City Council, it was decided to verify that the City has funds available for the project in the amount of $2,000.00 and to help with in-kind labor and to have Mrs. Tomlin and Mr. Baublits return to the next meeting in May with an exact cost for the project.
Mayor Jim Collins recognized Doug and Missy Ricken, sponsors of a proposed car show to be held during the Bent County Fair bar-b-que.  Mr. Ricken explained that the Bent County Fair Board had approached him about sponsoring a car show during The Bent County Fair bar-b-que.  Mr. Ricken indicated that the County has already pledged $750.00 in donations.  Mr. and Mrs. Ricken asked the City Council to match the donation that the County pledged.  

After discussion by City Council, Councilman Frank Schmeiser moved, Councilwoman Elizabeth Ybarra seconded to add the item to the Agenda.  On a voice vote, Mayor Jim Collins declared the Motion carried.
APPROVAL OF A DONATION IN THE AMOUNT OF $500.00 FROM THE SALES TAX DEVELOPMENT FUND FOR THE PROPOSED CAR SHOW TO BE HELD DURING THE BENT COUNTY FAIR BAR-B-QUE

Councilman Frank Schmeiser moved, Councilwoman Jan Cline seconded to approve a donation in the amount of $500.00 from the Sales Tax Development Fund for the proposed car show to be held during the Bent County Fair bar-b-que.  On a voice vote, Mayor Jim Collins declared the Motion carried.

Mayor Jim Collins recognized Calvin Feik, Bent County Administrator.  Mr. Feik informed the Councilors that H-B 14-11 has passed and the study of Fort Lyon feasibility will be funded by the marijuana tax.  The sunset portion of the bill was deleted from the language.  There is still a possibility that the funding for the project will be taken if the program is determined unsuccessful by the study. 
NEW BUSINESS: Mayor Jim Collins and Councilman Frank Schmeiser suggested that Public Works Director Kenny Wagner install a camera system at the City Shop for security purposes.  Mayor Collins offered to help install the system.
COMMUNITY ORGANIZATION/COMMUNITY REPORTS:
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: Mayor Jim Collins reported that the Neighborhood Watch program is gaining interest and that they will be moving forward with the next steps.  A meeting is planned once City Council Chambers have been restored to host the meeting.

Councilwoman Elizabeth Ybarra and Councilwoman Janice Cline asked the Council to provide a basketball hoop and court area at the Girl Scout Park at 11th & Bent Ave.  This project has been previously discussed and planned.  Councilman Sonny Smith suggested that a request be made to the Bent County Recreation Board for funding.  Requests are due in by Friday, April 15, 2016.  Councilwoman Janice Cline has volunteered to prepare the request.

Councilman Frank Schmeiser asked about the possibility of a new skate board park.  Possible options and locations were discussed.

APPROVAL OF THE LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL APPLICATION SUBMITTED BY CARMEN’S RESTAURANT
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Upon recommendation from City Clerk & Treasurer Charmaine Tripp, indicating that the application was in order and the correct fees were attached, Councilman Frank Schmeiser moved, Councilman Eloy Salazar seconded to approve the Liquor License Renewal Application submitted by Carmen’s Restaurant.
