Notes:
· Meeting was called to order at 2:15pm when quorum was reached.
· Motion that the January 10, 2014 minutes are accepted (Clif moved and Mark seconded). Motion passed with no abstentions.
· Julie went to the front desk for technical support and that was PERFECT! (
· David provided a Grants Committee update.  They met on January 30 to review the grant application form and process.  He reviewed the minutes that were provided to the committee.
· The Grants Committee recommends key points to help with the process:

· There would not be one application date, but rather a rolling deadline.

· Marty will serve as the key person to discuss process and approved policy with people seeking more information. He will not promise any funding nor suggest any amounts for applications.

· We are not confining loan or grant sizes. We are asking applicants to apply for what they need and will tell them that no amount is too small. We will also ask them to be prepared in case they do not get full funding

· Marty will research setting up a dummy email account so that all emails will go to one place and can easily be tracked.
· Kristin and Darla asked about the cost of processing an application and suggested that there be a lower limit.  Darla initially recommended $100.  The group discussed what it would take to submit an application and assumed that there would not be low requests.  

· Darla moved and Kristin seconded to accept the recommendations with the exception for additional discussion for the section on the size of the grant. 

· The group discussed that $1,000 might be a good lower limit. The group considered lower amounts and decided that $1,000 was the right number.
· Motion to accept: The amount of the grant or loan cannot be lower than $1,000. Motion passed with no abstentions. 

· Marty has some questions about the dummy email.  We can do a free account (Gmail)  We can get DBSCC@gmail.com or we can pay for DBSCC.biz ($46.86) or DBSCC.co ($21.87)
· Mark explained that when the state uses Gmail that they have protections against data mining.  Julie says that the state is unhappy with the security level they have experienced with Gmail. 
· All of our emails are subject to open records except for anything that has confidential information containing it. 

· Motion that Marty will look into the security guarantees of .biz and .co as compared to Gmail.  He will also see if we can get an email from the state’s server.  He is approved to spend up to $75.  Motion carries.  
· Review the revised application form.  All revisions should be submitted by February 12. Email questions/feedback to Marty and also make changes in the Dropbox file. 
· AG’s Office Update – Julie and Mark
· Mark reported that we are done with the AG’s office.  The Governor’s office signed off.  The fund transfer was promised by close of business today.  

· Finance Review – Donna
· DIPS Fund update was provided to the committee. 
· Vote on reimbursing Marty for work spent 1/1/14 – 2/6/14: Marty was overpaid by DPA last month.  He spent 25 hours this month, which is close to the overpayment.  He is just going to combine January and February and have the vote at the March meeting.  It will come to about $500. 
· Transportation expenses should go to Marty and he will forward to Julie for approval. 

· Mark gave update on DIPS fund from the legislative side. 
· Next Grants Sub-Committee meeting is February 13, 1:30 – 3:00 pm via conference call.

· Next DBSCC meeting is March 7, 2014 at 2:00-3:30pm at 1300 Broadway, room 1F.
