· Meeting was called to order at 2:14pm when quorum was reached.
· Reviewed the minutes from conference call on 3/19/14. Donna moved, Clif seconded motion that the minutes be approved.  Mark abstained. Motion carries. 
· Marty shared that he was taking on this role to honor his uncle who has special needs.  Because of working with this group and learning and being enlightened by spending time with us.  Has hired someone with disabilities to work at his company. 

· Julie shared a draft mission statement that she borrowed from some other groups “The mission of Colorado DBSCC is to fund projects or programs that study or pilot new and innovative ideas in Colorado that lead to improved quality of life for increased independence for persons with disabilities.” [NEED to confirm wording]
· Clif would like to add “Coloradoans” so it is clear who the target audience is geographically. 

· Donovan pointed out that we represent 2 different groups, those with the innovations and those with disabilities.  

· David moved and Mark seconded that we accept the mission statement. No abstentions. Motion carries. 

· Update re the License Plate Auction Group.  The auction will either be on August 18 or 21, depending on Denver Broncos pre-season schedule.  There has been a lot of movement and organization.  They are seeking a fiscal sponsor.  See the corresponding LPAG Update 04-01-14.   
· Zachary Piece is taking over Kelly Perez’s place.  He was invited to this meeting but Marty did not hear anything from him. 
· Finance review: Donna reviewed the DIPS Fund update and everything looked in order. Julie shared that there have been some invoices for Zim Consulting that have not been paid. Donna reviewed the Zim Consulting work for the month of March. 

· David moved and Josh seconded the motion to approve payment of the invoice. No abstentions. Motion carries. 
· Marty was given a computer from the state of Colorado to do all DBSCC work.  All of the work was erased, all was backed up but 2 documents, 1 of which was the list of organizations to send the grant to. Debra is working on repopulating the list of organizations. Marty will keep everything on Dropbox. 

· Planned upcoming meetings for May 2, June 6, July 11, August 1, and 1st Fridays ongoing. 
· The website template is up at www.dbscc.co There is an About Us section that includes information from the statute and a little about Laura Hershey.  Marty will add the new mission statement.  They can add a place for public comment and a place for us to have discussions as a committee and meet open meetings guidelines. The grants document is there in Google docs and editing can be enabled. 
· They are going to be sending out the application to their distribution list. Marty will send it to the committee to send out to our contacts. 
· There was discussion around sharing the application Darla suggested sending people to the website to access the application to avoid sending viruses with PDFs. 

· Darla and Kristin added a number of organizations to the distribution list. 

· Mark talked to Senator Steadman this week.  Mark put together a brief outline for him about the funding authority. 

· Julie shared that there are 2 people who are interested in joining the committee.
