Notes:
· Meeting was called to order at 2:pm when quorum was reached.
· Reviewed the minutes from conference call on 04/04/14. Motion carries. 
· Mark provided the legislative updates.  There are no continued spending or rollover issues.  There is a small problem with license plate auctions re owning the license plates in perpetuity.  They are trying to decide the tipping point to maximize the yield on the sale of the plate.  A bill was introduced yesterday to fix it. 

· The Aid to the Needy Disabled (AND) bill was introduced.  AND is currently $175, would bump to $190.  Right now if you apply for AND you have 10 days to apply for SSI.  The bill proposes adding a clause that if you connect with a Social Security application assistance program, then they have as much time as they need to prepare a proper application.  A pilot was proposed to have someone stationed in 3 county offices to provide application assistance. This would be administered by DHS, it can’t be administered by DPA and DBSCC. 

· Need to think about another agency that DBSCC could be housed in.  DPA doesn’t seem to be the right fit because they do not provide oversight to programs and do not deal with issues of disability.  We were put in DPA because we are “buying services-purchasing” and there are conflicts of interest with being housed at DHS. 
· Marty and Mark to meet with the Governor’s office to see where we stand.
· Discussion about committee members who have had a number of unexcused absences that are outside the boundaries of the bylaws. Marty will send Julie an email for her to request that Hope, Mary, and Lynn tender their resignation by the week of May 12 so that they can be replaced. Cindy Corwin has already tendered her registration. 
· Marty provided LPAG updates: August 21 will be the night of the auction at the Brown Palace Hotel (or the Four Seasons).  They have a fiscal sponsor: Colorado Cross Disability Coalition (CCDC). David Henninger and Josh Winkler recused themselves from discussion and vote re the fiscal sponsor because of their conflict of interest serving on the board of CCDC. · Meeting was called to order at 2:55pm when quorum was reached. (Upon recognition that Cindy had resigned and quorum could be met with 6 of 12 members)
· Reviewed the minutes from conference call on 04/04/14. Added Zach’s last name: Pierce. The wording was correct and confirmed. 
· Motion to approve the 04/04/14 meeting minutes. Clif moved and David seconded. Motion carries. 

· Marty provided the grant request and distribution update.  Have a list of 400.  List continues to expand. 135 individuals, 45 a week.  There have been 7 organizations that have asked questions and expressed an interest in applying.
