Regulatory Guidance
Feedmill Blowdown Water

With the adoption of the most recent updates to Regulation

No. 81, the requirements for how blowdown water is managed by
a facility have changed. Regulation 81 now classifies feedmill
blowdown water as a type of open-lot wastewater instead of a
type of process-generated wastewater. Therefore, conveyances
used to transport a continuous flow of blowdown water no longer

need to be lined to meet the 1 x 10°8 cm/sec liner standard.

CAFO Roundtable

The 2013 CAFO Roundtable was held in Sacramento, California
from October 15-17th. Thaine Kramer from the Ag Program
was able to attend this years event. The CAFO roundtable is an
opportunity for state CAFO permitting programs to come
together and discuss issues and topics pertaining to animal
feeding operations across the nation. This year's roundtable
included a field day with a tour of two dairies in the California
central valley. Discussion topics during the roundtable included
rising nitrate levels in groundwater, CAFO permitting
approaches used by the various represented states, NRCS 590
standards, and improving compliance through enhanced record
keeping. The 2014 CAFO Roundtable is being planned for Des
Moines, lowa.
